The performance of last night was by Rleleon's
eompany, sppearing in *'* Uncle Tom's Cabin,™
and the audience, which completely packed the
small theatre, was wronght up to just shas plich
by the thrilling soencs of the play which mede
more effective the sndden panio sprang ameng
the people.

The thonght and the rush for the one narrow
exit from the building sll came together,

("ool hends seem to have been very fow,

Everybody Joined in the mad strnggle. snd, s
must nlways be the case, 1t wan only the strong-
ost who eonld stay in the ceurse; the others
went down In the 1ash and were tramplod under
foot,

Appeals from the stage ware made in vain.

The panic went on spd, to wake the jem
worse, & throng of excited outsiders mads aa
illadyised effort to get into the buillding from
which & maddened multitude songht to maka ite
CRTOAR,

The ernahi in the erampoed six foot stairway
was something terrible, and the shrisks, aTeans
anil eureea which came to the ears of those still
outeile ransed the strongest men to shiver and
turn pale.

The firemen had come prompily to the scene of
the trouble,

Thoy hail no fire o fAght, but devoted \hem
aelves to tho work of elearing the way out of the
thoatre,

The police were already making headway on
the edge of the strnggling crowd. The fremen
turned a stream of water into the mob and pooa
druve ont of the way the outsiders whese rysh
np the stairs had caused the second

Then the panic-siricken ones from the interior
were bneried ont in order thst the dead aad io-
fured might be reached,

The ecaring for those who had fellen in the
ritsh wan & heart.rending task, snd mon who had
ssainted in taking dead bodies from she swollen
enrrent, after the great flood, declprad that in
1hiis lessor fatality they saw yot more of aetual
lorror, owing 1o the frightiul couditions snd
injuries of those who hisd been trampled down,

The dead wore takon to the Morgus. The in-
jured were oarried away, someo 1o thelr homes,
others who could not be moved so far to the
nearest opened doors,

There were probably 800 people in the sndi
enco, the majority being women and shildren.

Two hnndred and forty occupled chairs ip the
parqnet.

Posaibly two hundrod mare were in tha sircle
aud aislea in the rear of the parquet.

In the first gallery all the soate were occupled
and tho sl sles packed.

In the sscond, or tap gallery, all the benches
werd ncenpled and many wors also standing.
