Tho crouds boson to gothor two davs ago,
many peoplo coming that early in order to look
upon the dead man's face, as the body lay In
Btatc at tho City Hall.

The city has been putting on full mourning
garb lor tho event, and oil aiound to-d- aio
the black and white symbols of sorrow.

Tho funeral seivlcos at tho City Hall were
to begin at 11. MO, and long before that

Twelfo Lives Trampled Oat in tho Mad

Rnsh at Johnstown.

A Long-Condemn- ed Doath-Tra- p Gets

Its Viotims at Last,

Panic Brings tho Latost Horror to
the Flood and Firo Cursod Town.

The Sudden Cry of Firo Stampedes an
Alrendy Kxcltcd Audience.

fully but not seriously hurt.
It began to rain soon after tho casualty

and this dreary downpour of water
added to the gloomy honor of tho scene.

Tho theatre at which tho panic occurred was
an old. inconvenient, three-stor-y houso, long
regarded as n fire-tra- condemned years ago,
and only used by stress of circumstances slneo
tho new and better strueturo was swept away by
tho flood.

Tho performance of last night was by Stetson's
company, appearing in "Undo Tom's Cabin,"
and tlio audience, Inch completely packed the
small theatre, was wrought up to ust tnat pitcti
by tho thrilling icenes of tho play which, mado
more effective tho sudden panic sprung among
tho people.

It was about 10. HO when the fright oame.
A fire had been discovered in tho 'Wnkofleld

stables'nt Kernvlllo. An nlann came from the
comer of Franklin and Main streets, near the
Opera House, aud with the llrst cry there enme
to tho audience the thought that it vas tho con-
demned death-tra- p iu which thoyncro sitting
which was oh Are.

The thought aud tho null for tho ono narrow
exit from the building all camo together.

Cool heads noera to havo been very few.
Everybody Joined in the mad struggle, and, as

must always bo the caso, it waB only the strong-
est who could stay in tho course; tho others
went down in tho rush and were trampled nuder
foot.

Appeals from tho stage woro made in vain.
Tho panic vtent on aud, to make tho jam

worse, a throng of excito.l outsiders made an
effort to get into tho building from

which a maddenod multitude, sought to make its
egress.

Tho crush in the crampod six foot stairway
was something torrible, and tho shrieks, groans
and enrses which came to the eats of thoso still
outalde causod tho strongest men to shiver and
turn pale.

Tho flremeu had come promptly to the scene of
the trouble.

They had no firo co fight, but devoted them-selr- oi

to the work of clearing tho way out of tho
theatre

Tho police wero already making headway on
tho odgo of tho struggling crowd. Tho tlicmen
turned n stream of water into tho inob and soon
drnvo out of tho way tho outsiders whoso rush
up the stairs had caused tho second panic

Then the panic-stricke- n ones from the interior
wcro hurried out in order that the dead and in-

jured might bo reached.
Tho caring for thoso who had fallen in tho

rnsh was a heart-rendin- g task, and men who had
assisted in taking dead bodies from the swollen
current, after tho great flood, declarod that in
this lesser fatality they saw yet more of actual
horror, owing to the frightful conditions aud
injuries of thoso who had been trampled down.

Tho dead weio taken to the Morgue. Tho in-

jured were earned away, somo to their homes,
others who could not bo moved so far to tho
nearest opened doors.

There were probably ROO people in tho audi-onc- e,

tho majority being women and children.
Two hundred and forty occupied chairs in tho

parquet.
Possibly two hundred moro wero In the circle

and aisles in the rear of thu parquet.
In tho llrst gallery all the Beats wcro occupied

and the aUlospacke 1.

hi the Hccond, or top caller', all tho benches
were occupied and many ete also standing.

Thero aro sensational stories that a number
of persons wcro injured by the police in tho
anxloty of tho latter to clear away the crowd,
but no authoritative roport is mado of such a
case.

Dimensions of exits and stairways at the
Opera-Hous- a aro given as follows:

Tho street door, leading to the thcatro stair-
way, is low, and la 4 feet 7 inchoi wldo in tho
ch ar.

This is throe or four feet from lho foot of tho
stairway.

On the second step is a double-swingin- g door,
opening exactly four feet und scwui inches,
Ijl'lio stairway leading to tho llrst gallery iu
three feet wldo and that to tho second gallerv,
beginning three feet wide. . but two feet nine
inches wide at tho tiist landing.

This time tho ictlin was tho drlvor of a
Third avenue borcc-ca- r, and ho was taken to
tho Presbyterian Hospital in a critical condi-

tion.
At 0.:i: this mornpg car No. 140, of tho

Third avciiuo line, nas passing tho corner of
Ono Hundred and Hovcuth street.

It was not yet full daylight, and a thick fog
made it eon darker than usual. '

For this ica.uii Peter Marx, the driver of tho
car, couldn't tee a dangling black wire which
depended fiom a polo near by, aud which
crossed the uptown tracks.

The car dro eon and tho make-lik- e wire las-
soed Marx as he passed under it.

It wraprod round his shoulders and legs, and
as it touched tho Ironwork of tho car It emitted
doadly spaiks.

The ilmcr was rendered unconscious and fell
against the rail nf the platform.

Tho horses, ponlc-itrickc- n and unchecked by
the driver's nerveless hand, dashed forwatd and
so in all probability sand tho man's life.

Uhclr onwaid rourso fieecl Marx fiom the
wiio and it was lett to danglo behind full of
possibilities of death.

The carwas soou stopped and the passengers
called a policeman of tho Klglity-soveut- h street
station who took Marx oil the car.

'lho driver wis rrmoted to the hospital. It
was found that ho had received a verysovero
electric shork.

Marx is thirty-thre- o years of age, and lives at
3411 Dast One Hundred and Fourth street.

The wire which did the damage belongs to the
Harlem Kltctrlc-I.lgl- it Company. It appeared
to havo hrokon through sheer rottenness. It
wan an underwriters' wile, the uo of which has
been denounced by experts at tho Peeks and
Hants inquest.

Workmen woio digging a subway trench a few
blocks away to bury this and other wires.

They arrived on the scene very soon after tho
accident and removed the dangerous wire.

THE BRUSH COMPANY BLAMED.

Youner Harrlo's Killing' Attributed to
their Caroleseness.

The Inquest In the caso of young Henry Harris,
who was killed by an electric light wire on tho
night of Nov. 110, was continued this morning
by Coroner Mesecmcr and n Jury in Part IV.,
Kupcrior Couit.

Tho testimony given was against tho Com-
pany, as it was shown clearly that It had vio-

lated rule 1 (I of the rules of the Hoard of Elec-
trical Control, in that it was not high enough
from tho ground. It was also prnon br the
testimony nf witnesses that tho lamp in fiont of
Callau's store, (ITA Kiglith avenue, where Harris
met Ins death, was out of repair; the carbon
protruded beneath the lamp and was a standing
danger to any ono who camo in contact with it.

Previous to the commencement of the pro-
ceedings, copies of tho rules of the Hoard of
Klectrical Control were handed to the Jurymen.
Tho rules cocrull questions as to the rights of
companies.

Kupt. Chas. VV. Pearce of tho Ilnnh T.lectrio
Light Company was tho llrst witness placudon
tho stand this morning.

Ho said ho had charge of tho lamp in front of
Callau's store. Ilo put it up In February. Ihhs.
lie had not inspected it slnco Feb. '.'U, 1HHK.

The witness identified the lamp which killed
Harris ai belonging to tho llrush Company.

To Lawyer Ilrouner ho said he knew that tho
rule demanded that lamps should be plared nino
feet above tho sidewalk, but admitted that ho
had neglected to change tho lamp to comply
with this rule.

D puty Coroner .Tenkiii". who made the
autopsy, was next called, audtestiiled that from
the ant ea ranee of Harris's body he was satialied
that death was canted bv an electric shock re-

ceived by tho show-cas- e coming in contact with
tho lamp.

Dlsti Macdona said that tho only
question for the jury to decide upon was how
the man camo to his death. 'J he Grand Jury
would 11 x the responsibility.

Coroner Mcssemer then charged the Jury. In
view of the horrible deaths by electricity he
believed It was Just and proper for them to
bring iua verdict censuring the party or parties
responsible. The Jury hail been furnished with
a copy of the llnles nf the Heard, and it showed
they had ben violated.

If there were ail) olliclals who had not done
their duty, tin y limit also bo censured.

No othei cniniiiiiiiitv would stand tho action
nf the conuiililes. and the Coroner strongly
urged that the wiies should lui placed under-
ground. The Jmy wai thou allowed to retire.

Haltus, had begun a suit against him for abso-

lute divorce, charging him with habitual and
violation of his marriago vows.

It appears that aday or two boforo his de-

parture for forclzn parts tho lnjurod wife
caught tho novelist of passion in llagranto
delicto, and then followod a accno liko one of
thoso whloh Mr. Haltus delights to describe
After making a full confession, he packed his
valise and disappeared.

Mr. Haltus docs not know whero ho li Just at
present, so her lawyeia got an ordorfrom Jndgo
Lawrence yesterday, authorizing them to servo
him with tho summons and complaint by publi-
cation.

In her complaint Mrs. Haltha charges her hus-
band with undue intimacy with two young
women for a period extending over a year.

One of theso is Elsie Hmlth,
Mrs. Kaltus's maid, who Is also said to havo
made a full confession. Tho novelist took a
particular liking to this young woman, his Inti-
macy with whom bogati in June, 1H8H, and
lasted until Mrs. Haltus mado tho startling ills,
emery already alluded to in her awn house, ill)
West Nineteenth street.

They had besides a regular place of meeting in
tills city at 1 "K Fifth avenue, and the complaint
nlao charges that acts of Infidelity with Miss
Hmlth wore committed at various other places
throughout tho country, among others at ltlch-fltl- d

When Mr. Haltus found that his domestic
circle was getting ton warm for him, and began
to realize that ho was outdoing some of his im-
aginary heroes In letting 'A.Paco that Kills,"
ho camo to tho conclusion that it waa time to
get out of sight for awhilo and give it a chance
tocooiiiowii.

He gave his wife an address in Paris, hut
after lie arrived there he sontwnrdto her that
he was going to move his headquarters to
London, hut gave her no addrcsa.

Hho has heard nothing from him, sin:e then,
but the novelist's mother, who lives at the
Florence, atElghtcenth street and Fourth avo-uu- e,

has lecelved lavrral cablegrams from him
milto recently, the last one not moro than ten
days ago.

Once, whert ho waa reported to bo very 111, he
cabled his mother that ho was in good health.
He Is nnt'now In tho city, as was reported this
morning, and as far as could he learned, was
not expected.

Old Mrs. Haltus apparently knew untiling of
her son's domestic trouble, for tho wife had
gono about tho preparations of hor divoroe suit
with tho greatest caution and secrecy. The dis.
closures to-d- havo mado her ill, and she could
see no one this morning.

Mrs. Edgar Haltus could not be found, and her
lawyers refused to glvo any information what-
ever about tho suit.

When Edgar Haltus first began to publish his
novels of passion about live years ago good peo-
ple looked askance at them on account ot the
peculiarly spicy flavor of their style. They be-

came very popular wltn a reitain class of read-
ers, however, and with increasing succeas tho
author grow more and more daring in his de-
scriptions and similes, until he was generally
acknowledged to stand at the Tory head of tho
local school of emtio literature.

It U generally believed that tho novelist la not
averse to the notoriety which the present do-

mestic episode will bring him. for ho never was
known to lose au opportunity of a free advertise-
ment for himself or his works.
