Jade Andrews's Decision ' Reversed

by tbo General Term. '

Commissioner Gilroy Dotorminos
to Act Immediately.

Companies Notified nnd tho Cutting
Down of Wires Threatened.

The Daneerous Overhead Eloclrlo Wires
are Doomed.

The General Torm of tho Supreme Court
handed down a decision to-d- reversing tho
order granted bv Judco Andrew in the
electrio light cases.

That order denied a motion to vacate the
injunctions obtained by tho Brush nnd
United States Companies preventing tho
city from! Interfering with the eloctrio light
company's plants and overhead wires.

Thero wore thrco opinions written. One
by Presiding Judge Van Brunt and tho
nthetaby Judges Brady and Barrett. The
ju Iges were unanimous against the over-ho- a

1 w'res and in favor of the city's right to
removj tlumj

Presiding Judge Tan Brunt, who writes
the leading opinion, says:

"In bis proposition tho learned counsel
for the Electrio Light Companies seems to
ns to overlook tho important fact that it Is
because of tho gross nogliecncfjof, the plain-
tiffs that theso wires wore allowWjto'b'rfcorho ;

public nuisances, as they aro conceded to
bave been at the time of tho commencement
of this action.

, "Tho plaintiffs have been guilty of a wil
ful violation of a manifest duty in allowing
these wires to become dangorons. They aro
without excuse, and when they claim
that tho destruction of there instru-
ments of death, maintained by them in
violation of every duty and obligation which
they owo to the public, is an invasion of
their rights of property. Such claim seems
to proceed upon tho assumption that
nothing has a right to exist except them-
selves.

"It is Idlo to say that a party knowingly
maintaining a nuisance which can at any
timo deal death to innocent passers-by- ,
can for au instaut bo cntitlod to
the protection of the law in its
maintenance If theso plaintiffs had been
withont fault a different question might
bavo bcon presented, hut it la evident that
ther wero guilty of the highest degree of
segligonce.

"Tho Commissioner of Pnblio Warks had
authorltty, both as a private citizen and as
an official charged by tho duties of his
oflicowith tho removal of obstructions from
tho streets of tho city, to agate tho nuisanco
complained of. "

Prom this opinion it will bo scon that the
General Term cniinnclates tho princlplo
that dangerous olectrio conductors aro
nuisances which even a private citizen has a
right to romoo so long as they threiten
life, and the companies whioh maintain
tboinbavo no redress for tho destruction
of their property.

Commissioner of Public Works Gilroy was
ono of tho first to hear that tho injunction,
which had tied his hands and prevented his
action until many of the dangerous lines
had been replaced by the most appovel qual-
ity of overhead conductor, had been set
aside, and hurried to tho court-hous- e to
read tho opinions tiled.

To Tnc Eveniso World reporter, who
sought to ascertain what action his depart-
ment will now take, ho said:" I don't caro to say Just at present until
I have read their opinions in their entirety.

" While Judgo Yan Brunt declares that I
have the right, as a private citizen to re- -
novo defective wires, I must still plead thnt
I am not an export to determine just what
wires aro defective.

"I think that I shall continuo to be de-

pendent in great measure on the expert of
the Board of Electrical Control."

Tho decision of tho Ucnoial Term Is final.
It is not subject to review by tho Court of
Appeals. Tho city's victory Is assured.

of Court-Martia- l.

Charged with Stealing Papers
from Liout. Patteson's Looker,

Indignant Denial and Counter
Charges by tho Captain.

Members of the Crnclc Regiment
Greatly Kxcltcd Over tho Scandal.

Theio is n row In Company D of ths crack
Soventh llegimont, which may result very
seriously for its commanding officer, Cnpt.
Austin E. Alien.

Lieut. Thomas A. Patterson, jr., In a word,
charges that Capt. Austin Is a thief, and tho
latter Indignantly denies it,

Tho unilor oflicor insists that tno Captain
Is guiltv.nnd, it is said, has prepared a state-
ment which ho has fomnrded to Col. Apple-to-

nxking for a court-marti- to try the
Captain on tho charges.

Tho specific net which ho allegos is 'that
Capt. Allen went to bin lockor Monday night
last, after drill, and took from the pocket of
his unifenm a cortaiu document, which con-
tained tho pi oof of facts whioh, it is
claimed, vtcrocry damaging and compro-
mising to tho Captain's reputation, nnd
which tho lat',or knew tho Lieutenant had in
his poBcitiion.

IIo bases thin charge on tho tcslimonyof

William lllnggold, tho colorod servant of
tho campany, who says ho saw tho Captain
go to Lieut. Patterson's lockor, after tho
latter had gono away, and tako something
out.

Of com se tho members of tho company aro
in a great stato of excitement over tho mat-
ter, nnd each of the officers has his partisans,
who aro taking violent sides lu tho quarrel.
In fact, tho untlro regiment Is stirred up
about tho scandal, and no ono seems to know
at present just how it is going to come out.

According to the story told by Lent, Pat-
terson's iriend, the document in question
referred to a difficulty of long standing

tho captain and his lioutonant- - Somo
say it was a letter which Capt. Allen wrote
to Patterson, asking him to circulate a
statement which the write ad drawn up to
be signed by tho members of the company
exonerating him from implication in cortain
stories that were circulating amons tho
mombors which cast reflections their char-
acter.

WHAT TDK TArzM WEBE.
These wero in reference to the acqnittal of

Corpl. Dnmlnick by tho Cnmmlttco on Dis-
cipline of charges brought him liy Lieut.
Patterson last Bummer, after tho regiment
returned crom tho Stale camp, and were to
tho effect that Capt. Allen and his friends
had secured tho acquittal by using thoir in-
fluence.

Ltrr in locker.
This letter and statement wero bronght by

Lieut, Pattcson to tho drill last Monday
night, and ho thinks that he left them in the
pocket nl his blousn iu his locker.

At any late, ho discovered that ho did not
hate thorn on his way home, and ho went
hack to tho armory to get them, when he
found that they Mero gono and that Capt.
Allen had bcon rummaging his locker.

CA1T. ALLEN'd SIDE OF IT.
An Evesino Would reporter called this

morning upon Capt. Allen at his residence,
lH'J Clymer street, Williamsburg.

"I csn hardly understand what L'out.
Pattorson means by those charges," said tho
Captain." Concorning thoso paDers that ho claims
I took from his lockor, I know no more than
you or any other disinterested person would
now.

"Thero arc. and have been, no dissen-sin-

or factions in mv company, which la
as harmonioun as any company could be.
Of com n thero aro a low malcontents such
as arc always found in any orgauizod body
of men, but I know of no charges or grounds
for charge t against anyone.

BcnrmsKD nr the ciur.ar.ft.
"When Col. Apploton, therefore, in-

formed mc n few days sgo that charges had
been prerorred ngaiust mo 1 was astounded.
1 was still more umazod when tho Colonol
told mo what they wero for. I had hoard
nothing about those panels, and know ab-
solutely nothing about their existence."I do not dispute the tact that Lieut. Pat-
terson hail papers in his pocket and that ho
mavhavo lost thero. Snch a thing might
havo easllv occurred. But ono thing is cor-
tain, I know nothing about it, ono way or
tho other.

11EAPT FOR A

" I can't say whether there will be n court-marti- al

or not. As lar as I am concerned
I will gladly submit to a court-marti- nr
anything Col. Appletou may delie, for my
entire innocence will ho ton easily proven.

WHV HE WENT TO THE LOCKEIt.
" It is true that I did go to Lieut. Patte-

son's locker on tho night that he alleges the
papers were taken, bnt I went thorn for a
perfectly legitimate and proper purpose

Koine time boforo I loaned him a copy of a
aluablo work on tactics. I wished to refer

to it aad got it from his locker. Illy Second
Lieutenant and scleral ot my men wero
pic-on- t nt the time, and certainly they could
kco Just what 1 did and whether 1 took any
papers from his looker or not.

"I understand that the charges are based
upon information from the Company's col-
ored servant, and that ho pays he saw ino
open tho locker, but could not sav whether
or not I took nnvthing nut. Tho officers and
limn who nern with mo all saw me open tho
locker and take nut the hook on tactics, so
you can sco that tho charge is a trumped up
aftsir and absolutely lnle.

WHO UAH JUUIHDICTIOS.
"If a demand for a court martial Ismado

within the regiment, Col. Appleton will
probably order it as it would come under
his jurisdiction. If tho demand camo trom
outside tho regiment, thou Brig. -- Gen.
Fitzgerald is tho ofllcer to bo appealed to.
I think, however, that tho matter will not
go outside tho llcgttncnt.

UNPLEASANT KOTORIETT,

"I regret exceedingly that anytning of
tho sort has oocnrieii, for tho notoriety
which is unavoidably obtained throuch the
newspapers nill produce the usual ollect on
that class of people w ho nra always ready to
make capital ont of nothing.

"I can only account for Lieut. Patteson's
actions iu one way. and that l. ho is sore,
lie is n great hand to bring charges against
members of tho company, and Is very ex-
citable.
