Pecullar Characters Who Are Depend-
ents on Government Charity.

An “Evening World’' Reporter's
Visit to the Island Home.

How the Inmutes Are Cared For and
How They Spend Thelr Time,

The City Almahonss bulldings are situated
st about the contre of Blackwell’s Island,
opporite tha foot of Soventieth streok
There are two main bnildings, ona for
males, the other for females, locatod at a

WALDEN MRAMARA.
dintance of 650 feot from each other.

They are precisely alike in form and di.
mensions, each edifies connisting of & cen-
tra building with two wings, the centre
building being 60 fest square and 67 feet
high. The wingn aro 00 by 95 fest and rise
40 feet to the roof cornice.

There are four stairoase towers in fromé
and two in the rear, eanch 12 feet square and
B0 foet high.

The basement floor In ensch bullding is ona
slep above the ground, and tbere are thros
ptories above tho baskement in the wings.

Thess buildings are all constructed of
blue-stone,rubble masonry, the material be-
ing obtained from the rock on the island,

The almeliouse proper In about fifty years
old, but benldes the main building it has
béen found necossary to erect two new ad.
ditional pavilions to sccommodate the overs
flow of vaupers, and there is now in courre
of completion a new two-story brick builde
ing which will accommodats 120 emalon
