In the sixtieth
round Gallazher's arm was biokon a"d
swelled to three timet its normal sire. Ho
kept on fighting with ouu aim and was
knocked down in each succeeding round.
In the ninetj'-sevetii- h round Waul struck
lollagher and knocUd him half wav
around, bi't Gallagher, as he mined, hit
Wold under the chin with a swinging left-hrn- d

blow that knocked him unconscious.
W aid's seconds rushed him up in tho

ninctj'-cight- h round, but Ward fo'l to tbo
gionnd when his nocouds let go of him. In
each lonnd thciooftcr Waul was bolstered
up in a du7od condition by his seconds, only
to be instantly knocked down by Galla-
gher, who wauled revenge. Ward did not
even raise his amif. In the one hundred
and filth round Wnrd was attain knocked
senseless, and thirtv minutes elapsed I cfnro
he was restored toconscioinncss. The fight
was then given to Gallaglier.
