stamps. For six years he has done llttla
elso than pnrsuo this occupation. He be.
came oonnected with all tho leading deal,
era in the world, and loft with them orders
to seenro rare varieties at any price. He
has already exponded 125.000, and has
now a collection of about fourteen tbou-san- d

stamps. This may Include all the
"ndhesives," as thero are but olght thou-
sand of them in existence. Occasionally '

you read, and so do I, of postage-stam- p

collections containing; millions of differ,
eut stamps. Such things are myths, un
less they consist of innumerable dupli-
cated.

Perhaps doalers and advanced collect-
ors consider tho collection of M. Ferrari ',

son of tho Duchess ot Galatea, the finest '

collection of postage stamps In the world.
It is said to outrank even the famous
ltothschild collection. The Ferrari collec-
tion is worth $250,000, and its happy owner
employs n secretary who
does nothing whatever but attend to it.
This secretary classifies and pastes the
stamps, and corresponds with all the lead,
ine doalors of the world, endeavoring to
obtain what collectors call "unattcina.
bles."

Tho stamp dealers frequently obtain
specimens' of rnre stamps in queer ways.
Not long nco a bookkeeper employed by
a Philadelphia merchant entered the
office of tho firm of which Mr. Hants is
a member, aud throwing a stamp on the
counter asked whether it was worth any.
thing. This wasoueof the first stamps
Issued by tho city of Bnltimoro many

ears ago, and the bookkeeper said he had
fonnd it on a letter of an old correspond,
ent of the firm for which he worked.
Apparently tho man did not think the
stamp would bring more than 50 cents or
a dollar. You can judgo of his amaze,
ment, therefore, when ho was offered a
sum very far beyond this, and which
seemed to him fabulous. He parted with I
tho stamp gladly, and hurried out of the I
offioe as if ho wero afraid the money I
would be uskod back. Beveral days later I
this Btauip was sold for S2C0. I

Then
offering 15 for it. ho asked the lad
whether he would sell it at that figure.
The boy became scared, picked up the
stamp, inn away and has never returned.
