Wizard Thomas A. Edison, who is an un
compromising opponeut of all systems of
hlgle-tenslo- currents, has furnished his
testimony, after telling the Grand Jur all
he knew about the svstom, and
how electric lighting could be done Just as
well by means of currents that would not
endanger human lifo as by tho death-deal-in- g

alternating system.
A number of electrical exports of leaser

prominence gave their views this afternoon,
aud with souio further teatimony tho inves-
tigation will bo brought to a eloic, and the
(Irand Jury will spend the remainder of its
ttmo before adjournment in preparing its
presentation, which, it is said, will bo a
very voluminous and exhauativo document,
dealing with all the genoral phases of the
subject, as well as with certain speoillo cases
thai have been brought to the attention of
the Grand Jury, Including the deaths of
Clausen and Harris.

It is said that indictments In at least ono
of these cases have already been ordered,
but that they will not be filed until the last
day of tho term, when the presentment Is
brought in.

They will also have something to say. It is
rumored, about tho Board of Electrical
Control sud the manner in which it has
prosocntcd the work on the subwavs.
