C o'clock, just when the early morning
rush of business on the Elevated Railroad
begins, and as all the trains running to
South Ferry had to be stopped, there was
a tremendous crush and blockade of
trafno for three hours at the Chatham
Square station.

. I Mho streets in thevlslnity of the fire,
.which had been shut off by the police to
iirotoci the firemen in their "work, wire
;mmed with people coming- - from Brook
Iju and from uptown to their business,
and altogether the conflagration caused
ono of the biggest sensations that the
downtown business district has witnessed
for many a day.

In addition to all this the result of the
fire is that most of the great office build-
ings, banks and financial exchanges in
the lower part of the town aro to-d- in
darkness, for they have depended for
yo.ua on the Edison Company for their
light, and this morning's disaster hu ex-
tinguished every one of the 18,000 incan-
descent lights in the district.

1IUVI FIGHT FOB THE
The locality is a dangerous one forsflre,

and in consequence the flames spread to
several adjoining business houses despite
the desperate efforts of the firemen to con-

fine it to the Edison station, and did a
great deal of damage.

BTOEAD TO A rACTOBT.
The cabinet and desk factory of William

Schwartzwoelder. at 259 Pearl, a big five-stor- y

briok building, caught tire from the
rear cornice soon after the conflagration
started.

The top floor was burned out nnd the
whole building flooded with water.

On the other aide of tho Edison build,
ing was a threo-ttor- y brick structure

by Isaao Meyor fc Co., and several
otbor tobacco merchants.

This building was also drenched from
garret to cellar and large quantities of
tobacco destroyed.

MILES or WIDE BCBtJED.
The fourth and fifth stories of tho Edi-

son building were filled with miles of
covered wiro, hundreds of lamps and
other repairing supplies, which furnished
food for the names, and until they had
been consumed nothing could be occom- -

DTNAMOS rtHNNlKO AMID THE BLAZE.

The fire liad blazed up so quickly that
Engineer Corlin had not time to shut off
tbe steam in the boiler room, and tho
other dynumos went on running in the
midst of tho blazing building until the
shafting bad been destroyed by the flro.

It was 8.30 o'clock be lore the work of
the firemen began to have any effect, and
then, there being nothing more to
burn, tho flames soon subsided, while a
perfect flood of water poured out into tbe
street, down the broken stairways and
from the main entrance.

AXOTIIXB STOBK BIT ON FI--

When every one thought that tho worst
was over auotheralarm was caused by the
discovery that there was a brisk tiro burn-
ing in the rear of tho store of 8. M. Alk-ma- n

& Co., manufacturer of lanipannd
lanterns at 281 Pearl street, two doors
from the Edison station. The firemen
broke in and found tho rear of the build-
ing fell ablaze.

An ft and area in the baokof
tbe store, connecting with the cabinet
factory of Wm. Hchwartzwaelder, had
enabled the fire in that building to com-
municate with the next.

OILCLOTH FED THE TLAUE.

It was verv hard to get at this fire for
the building was very aeep and narrow
and filled with a dense smoke from burn-
ing paoking boxes and oilcloth.

The rear of this building also communi-cato- s
with the rear of George Becks's

jowelry and clock store at 42 Fulton
street, and the latter building wsb also
filled with smoke.

It is a four-stor- y brick structure of the
most dangerous kind and tbe upper part
was unoccupied.

No other calls were Bent ont, but the
firemen already on the ground tackled the
new fire with desperate energy and after
an hour's hard work succeeded in ex-
tinguishing it. although at one time
matters looked very serious for the whole
block.

obioin or the rrnE.
The fire originated in a most peculiar

way, showing that the underground sys-
tem of electrical conduits is no more to
be depended upon for safety than the
overhead wires.

SUBWAY WIRES BECAME CBOSSED.

According to one of the employees of
the company, a burnout occurred in the
Edison subway at Liberty and Nassau
streets.

This is caused by two wires or main,
conductors becoming crossed.

This has a peculiar effect on tbe dynamo
supplying the current to tbe wires, cans,
ing the machine to burn up by the in-
tensity of its own current.

This is what happened in the dynamo
room at tbe Edison station.

The machine affected by tbe burnout
threw out a shower of sparks in every
dlreotlon, and tbe oil.soaked flooring
about it was set on fire by the red.liot lilts
of metal which were thus scattered upon
it.

EDISON'S MAKAOKB BETICE.TT.

Supt. H. A. Smith, of tho Edison Com.
pauv, who was on band ahortly after the
fire broke, out, would neither confirm nor
deny this explanation of the origin of the
fire.

" I cannot tell what caused it," ho said,
" snd will say nothing till an investiga-
tion has been made,','

This central station is the oldest Edison
station hi the city and has been in opera-
tion for seven or eight years. It supplies
the entire lower put of the oitv trom
Spruce street south, and furnishes the
current which supplies 1B,000 incandescent
lamps.

filfflOH M'AULIFFE DEAD.

Her Body Found Floating In the East

River This Horning.

The dead body of Mrs. Raroh A. Mc
Aullffc. formerly the w ell.kuuwn matron
of tho femnlo prison at the Tombs, wai
found in tho East Itivcr this morning.

At 7. no some boys on tho rivor front at
the foot of Sixtieth street saw tho body of
a womau floating on tho dark surfaco of
the water.

Policeman Lewis Atkins, of tho East
Suly-sovont-h street station, was called
and the body wa3 brought ashore.

It was that of a good-lookin- g womau of
about forty-fiv- e years, with dark hair
neatly braided. She was short and stout,
with a round, full faae, Hor eyes stared
wide open in death.

Sho wore a brown skirt and waist, and
two gold rings gllsteuod on her left
hand.

The body was not at first idontlfled, but
when taken to the Morgue was recognized
as that of Matron McAuliffe.

Tbe Coroner was notified and tbo body
was removed to the dead woman's homo,
at 411 East Sixty-fir- street

Mrs. McAuliae's relatives are at a loci
to account for her death.

It Is thought she left her homu by
stealth, wont down to tho rivor front and
committed suicide by throwing herself
into the river.

Another theory is that ahe wandered
too near tho river in a temporary fit of
insanity and fell into tho wator.

'lhe matron was on duty at the Tombs
for sevon years.

Twehe dajs ago sho was transferred to
Essex Market Prison. Her salary was
9525 per annum.

At the Tombs much surprise was
evinced at the news of the matron's
death.

Assistant Matrons aicKeon, trench and
MoLaughlln kuewof nothing which should
lead Mrs. MoAnllffo to commit suicide.

Matron Campbell, of Essex Market
Court, said to an Evenino World re.
porter that Mrs. McAuliffe left the prison
Tuesday morning with a severe cold, and
had been home ever since.

Hbe had beeu very reserved of late, but
was never hoard to compiainof her trans-
fer from tbe Tombs.
