by tbo police at his homo, 20G South
Uroad stront.

Tho nolso of violent vomiting in his
room attmctod tho attention of Miss Pur-Cfl-

brothera few minutes of tor 1 o'clock
this morning.

Purcell occupied n room adjoining; that
of Dr. Kniffln. lie rushed into tho
dentist's, chamber and found Kuiftln,
partlaliy'disrobod. sitting on tho hedsido
with his head in his bands.

Blood Was spouting from a great cash
In his neck. Tbo bedciullts and sheet
wero crimson with core.

A blood stained razor, opened, was
lying on a pillow, where tho desperate
dentist had thrown it after drawing it
across his throat. On the floor at his
feet was n buttle that had
contained aconite.

Kniffln was retching violently. The
; room was in tho greatest disorder, the

I"! coa turned on, and from the appearance
of tho bed it seemed as though tho man

9 had not retired at all last night.
"'Mv God.tArtbur. why did you dbthiH

thing ?" asked Mr. Purcell.
'' ' I'm tired of this thing," replied Knlf--

fin, tho gash in his throat making tho
sound of his voioo hoarso and fearful to
hear.

Mr. Purcell laid him down on tho bed,
and tho commotion in the room hud by
thistimnattracted tho atlontiou of other
mniates of the house, and they hurriedly
summoned Drs, Sliepard nud Conpor. the ;

Cooper was there a few minutes before
me. Wo loft tho house together shortly
after 4 o'clock, and then Mr. Kniffln wns
out of all danger; so I think it mmt hum
been very early when he cut his throat,
although be tiny havo taken the ncouito
later, but not later than .1 o'clock." A moro gruesome scene I have seldom
wltues-n- d than when 1 entered Jlr.
