gallons. For this practical work the
present Commissioners are entitled Io
credit.

But till Is no reason why they should
not compel the contractors to go on
with the tunnel. The city is in danger
of a water famine and the Aqueduct
ought to be finished without delay.

The coffee duty was not a protective
duty at all, but a revenue duty. The
effect of Its removal bas no possible
bearing, therefore, upon any question
of the effects of protective duties.

In the second place and this Is the
more important point when Congress
removed the Import duty on coffee by
way of reducing revenue without inter-
fering with the protective tariff the
Brazilian Government Immedialely
added to its export duty an amount
equal to tbe duty abolished by our-

selves. So far as the American con-

sumer is concerned, therefore, the duty
has never been taken off 'coffee. It ha
only been transferred, and instead of
pat ing it Into the United Statis Treas-
ury the consumer pa) s It into the Treas-
ury of Brazil.
