Coroner Doner resumed tho Inquest on
tin! dcotli of of Mrs. Knifllu at 3 o'clock
yrstnidnr afternoon. Every foot of space
iu tho court-roo- wns occupied by eager
nnd interested spectators.

Dr. Shannon wai first rnllod to tho
witness stand. Ho said ho had known
Knifllu for eight years, nud botanic his
partner in July Inst.

Tho
ofllco.boy cnuio to his liouso for tho key
Friday morniug. Ho went to tho Knifllu
houso, aud found all things lu disorder in
tho office.

Miss Furcoll
said nothing about being robbed. Thcro

ere no marks on her person of violenco,
so far an bo could soo.

Dr. Shannon know nothing, ho said, of
any unpleasant relations between Kuiflln
and bis wifo, or of any uuduo intimacy
with Miss 1'urcell.

Dr. Shannon summonod tho pollco nt
onco upon discovery of the murder. Ho
deuiod having in auy way interfered with
their investigation, or that he plncod any
obstacles in their way.

Tho witness was on tho stand two
hours. Ho boro tho ordeal very well, but
gavo tho impression that ho was keeping
back somathiug.

Mrs. Miller, tho charwoman, was tho
next witness, but her testimony, whilo
corroborating that taken beloro, de-
veloped notbtug now.

DEATH'S CRASH.

Two People Klllel, Four Fatally Hurt

Under Fallen Walls.

A Now Brooklyn Oburoh Blown

Over Upon a Dwolling.

Roalizinrj tho Approlionsiona of
a Night of Torror.

Tho Church Walls to Havo
Jlccn Improperly Supported.

An appalling disaster occurred iu
Brooklyn this morning.

Tho south wall of the now Throop
Avenuo Presbyterian Church, iu courso
of erection at Iho cornor of Throop aud
Willonghby avenues, was blown down by
tho wind nnd fell with a crash at 1 30 this
luoruingon the irnmo building, two stories
and mansard. No. 201 Throop avenuo,
which wns twenty feet from tho church,
and demolished it.

Tho ruined building was tenanted by
tho Mott and Purdy families, numbering
six persons.

Itichard Poole, n boarder, slept thoro
last uight, making seven in tho liouso, all
told.

Two of tho seven were killed.
Tho other flvo wero more or loss scri-ousl- y

injured, nnd two of them, at least,
aro oxpectod to die.

walls, but they seemed cafe to stand.

About 11 r. M. the tenants went to bod
in fear anil trembling.

Then the wiud was shrieking and howl-
ing througli the streets, at the rate of
forty miles au hour.

As the hours grow, the wind rose and
shook the uow church walls to their very
foundations.

The creaking walls aud banging shut,
tors awoko Mrs, Purdy at 3.30 o'clock
this morning.

She wout to a window and looked out.
Tho moon was shining brightly, uibk.

ing the streets as plain as day, and she
could see that the wind was blowing a
talo.

Listening, she thought she heard tbo
church wrdl nearest her rocking in the
blast.

Quietly arousing her three children,
who were sleepiug in rooms adjoining
hers on tbe third floor, Mrs. Purdy bade
them dress, aud then led them down to
her mother's apartments on the parlor
Iloor.

Her widowed mother, Mrs. Mott, aud
tho Intter's unmarried daughter, Sarah,
were in bed, but awake, iu the back
parlor.

Mr. Poole was asleep iu tho room over
the parlor.

Mrs, Purdy and her daughter Carrie lay
down iu the bed with Mrs. und Miss Molt,
but did not undress again.

May r.inma Purdy wrapped some bed.
clothes aout her, and sat up iu a big
arm-chai- r between the two parlors.

Younir David Purdy vventiuto the front
parlor and la) down on u louuge.

The doomed people could not sleep
They felt that somethiug terrible was

going to happen, aud yet they seemed
bound to the house.

Ouco Mrs. Mott suggested flight, but
the others looked at her iu helpless per-

plexity, and only asked w here tbey should
fly to at that early hour of the morning.

Tho wind seemed to increase iu fury
after i A. M. and the frightened peop'e
got up aud sat huddled together, hoping
nil playing for daylight aud the t nd of

their uicbt of terror.

peeled, but brought with It the realization
of their worst fosrs.

Here U the story, as it came from the
lips of Mrs. Purdy, to an Evisiso Wobid
reporter, after she had been carried, fear--

fully mangled, out of the ruins, this

"When tho wind grew so fierce wo
gathered in tbo parlors, huddled together
Mid praying alternately silently and
aloud.

"Suddenly wo heard a sharp summing
sound, Glancing about wo saw n lingo
rent iu iho wall of tbe houso nearest tho
church wall.

"A moment later several pictures
dropped oil tho wall. Another manning
sound and, looking up, wo saw a gaping
crack in tbo coiling. More pictures fell
and tba four walls sccmod bending like
rubber.

"Wo jumped up and rushed wildly
about nt haphazard, seeking a lmansof
escape; but before wo could collect our
Reuses or see where wo wcio going tho
gas went out, leaving us in total dark,
ness.

" I (Itoppcd ou my knees tbcu nnd
prayed for Miccor. A moment latei und I
heard n loud report liko Ilia sound of n
cannon, nnd remembered nothing moro
until I recovered consciousness nnd
found myself pinned down under n mass
of bricks nnd n big beam that hold tuo
acioss the waist.

" I thought I was dying. 'Way up
above mo I could teo glimpses of dnv-llg-

and hoard tbo sounds of ptcks ami
shovels ns tho firemen and pollco worked
In search of us.

"Icrioil aloud to them tolctthem know
whero I was, aud thou screamed for mv
children. Carrie's volco, from a distant
pint uf tho ruins, answered mo, crying t

' Ob, mother, wlicro aro you ? Wbat hns
happenod?'

" I tried to movo.btit could not.bocauso
of iho big stick of tlmbor lying across mc.
I shouted bark to Carrlo that the houso
must have fallen In, nnd soou afterwards
tho firemen got mo aud thou her out of
tho ruins."

Tho noisa of tho wall as it foil was
hoard for blocks about.

John 11. Purdy, a neighbor, but not a
relative of Mrs. Purdy, who lives at 133

Hart street, was aroused out of a sound
slumber by tho noise.

His back windows nro within sight of
tho church nud tho ruined dwelling.

Ho jumped out ot bed end rushed to
look out.

Ho snw a cloud resembling smoko
scttting about tbo church, and ho at first
thought It was a fire.

Within a few moments it had settlod
through, and then ho looked iu vain for
a sight of tho little houso
that had stood near tho church.

There was no traco of it, but a mass of
debris had takcu Its place.

Hurriedly dressing ho rushed out and
around to tho scene.

On tho way he mot a man who shouted :

" My God I It la terrible I They aro
all killed 1"

Shouting for help ho turned in search
of a pollcemau, and meeting a milkman
ho asked the latter to drive to tho nearest

o for the engine.
Tho milkman heartlessly rofused, say.

Ing ho was in n hurry to servo his route.
Then, still shouting for help, Mr. Purdy

dashed through tlis street tint!' ue reached
17's engino-hous- o on DeKalb avenuo and
gave them the alarm.

His crios. however, had oroused others.
A policeman had tnrncd in a firo and

amhulanco call, and then called out tho
reserves from tho Nintli and Thirteenth
Precincts.

When Mr. Purdy returned to the
scene a large force of firemen aud police,
men bad already begun the search for
those bnried in tbe ruins.

It was then breaking day, and the wind
had abated.

Tho dwelling-hous- e had been crushod
and flattened down something in the
Bbspe of a pancake.

The walls spreading out had smashed
tbe sido wall Of H. Adler's house, twenty.
flvo feet away, and bulged the wall in for
about six feet.

Tho Adler family deserted their resi-

dence in a hurry.
The rumor of the accident bad spread

so rapidly that before daylight hud fairly
dawued several thousand people had
gathered, and gazed iu blank horror at the
gruesome spectacle

Within the ruins cries and groans could
be heard.

Tbe police, firemen and a force of se.
lected volunteers, with picks, shovels and
bauds, worked like Trojans, seeking to
get at the unfortunates within the buried
walls.

Tbe first dead body found was that of
May F.muia Purdy.

She was found, crushed aud bleeding,
at about U.40 a, it., uuder the arm.rhsir
iu which sbo sought her last sleep iu the
dark hours of terror this moniiug.

At 'J o'clock the body of David Purdy
was carried out.

There was ml sigu of disfigurement
about him, and it is believed that he died
of suffocation.

When found his body was still warm,
aud it wus hoped he might still be alive.

Ambulance Surgeon Aldricb, who was
at the scene. Iriod to resuscitate him by
means nf artificial respiration, but failed,

Tho hid wuj dead.
As the wounded were carried out. they

were taken into tbe houses of neighbors,
who freely rendered all the aid they
could.

Mrs. Mott aud her daughter Sarah were
taken tu Sir.
