TWO LIVES CRUSHED OUT.

A Housshold of Seven Burled in
Heaps of Debris.

. An appalling dissster ocourred In

Drooklyn this morning.

The south wall of the new Throop
Avenus Presbyterian Chureh, in course
of erection st the corner of Throop and
Willonghby avenues, was blown down by
the wind and fell with n ernah at 4. 80 this
morning on the frame building, two stories
and mansard, No, 208 Throop avenue,
which was twenty feel from the church,
and demolirbed it.

The ruined building was tenanted by
the Mott and Purdy families, numbering
six personu,

Richard Poole, a boarder, slept thers
last night, making seven in the house, all
told.

Two of the seven were killed.

The other filve were more or loss seri.
ously injured, and two of them, st least,
are expected to die,
