Many Relapses Feared, Owing to
Bad Weather Condltions.

Increase In the Death Roll and
Lists of New Coses,

L Grippe takes n new hold toaday, the
cold snap baving ended inglorionsly fun
drizeling warm rain during the night,

Of the 207 deaths during the last twenty-
four honrw, twelve wore due to influenza
with pneumonis, aud one ench to influenza
with bronohitis and consumption.

Three children, ravging in age from six
months to four years, wers among the
fourteen vietims of the epidemic. There
wis one old man of seventy-four, nud the
ten o hers were muddlo-agoed persons,

There are 1,100 patieuts in Bellovue
Hospital, suflering with  pueumonin,
bronchitis and (nfluenza, out of 1,500
patients all told —-ahout double the usual
pumber, There are 1,000 patients at the
Ward's Inland Charity Hospitnl, us against
a normal 600, and Commissioner Porter
says that there liave nover boen a0 many
patients at one time in the freo bospitals
in the history of the Department of
Charities, :
