TherJ are two bill, upon this subject now
pcndlin;. "no of nhu'li wa. introduced in
the Assembly by Mr. Connolly, of thl. city,
uud the other by Henatur Itoescli in tho
upper Houso. which re very similar in
tlii lr scope and dial acter.

'lhe evil which it is proposed to remedy is
one of Ionic slsudiiii.', uud in some localities
the system of extortion which is carried on
under tho pretense of beuetittui; employees
jias resulted In theuttir impoverishment of
the entire wairc-earniu- i! community.

leseuts only one ot the many instances
which misht bo cited to sbow how nau'e-eart- it

rs may bu stouiid dnwn aud oppressed
with impunity wlieu no remedy exist, under
tho nre.eut laws.

who are helpless victims of the "company
store " system, which l in oreratiou iu
other Places beside Ausablu 1'nrUs, but to
every case when the earnings of an employee
are withheld for a lonccr period thau a
week.
