Hundredth .Anniversary of America's

Tribunal or Last Resort.

Programme of Its Cclobrntton by tho
Jlnr Association of New York.

Tho celebration of tbo centennial of tbe
organization cf tbo Supreme Court of tha
United States will bo one of tbo most
uotablo and tbo most dignified of nil tbo
centennial coninioiuoratlons. lho ar-

rangements for tho great event aro now
complcto, and they contotnplalo a most
elaborato as well as n most decorous affair,
fittingly commomorntivo of tbo founda-
tion of that branch of the (Jovorumcnt
which is tho grandest bulwark of Ameri-
can Institutions,

it was looked upon as such by lho Fed-
eral Convention of 1737, which debated
and dolibeiatcd over tho formation of this
court of last appeal longer and with
moro vigor than over any other provision
of tbo Constitution.

There had been under tho Colonial
or Confederation a "Court of Appeals,"
with jurisdiction particularly of maritime
cases. Its judges wero Goorgo Wythe, of
Virginia ; Titus Hosmer, of Connecticut,
and William Pacn, of Maryland, wbo
wero appointed by Congress and received
.12,000 a year each in money tbat was
worth very llttlo in gold. t - - -

An act of Congress "to establish tbo
Judicial Courts of the United States" was
approved by President Washington Sept.
21. 17811. The HunreluB Court of the
United States was to consist of a chief
and five ossoclsto justices, four of whom
would constituto a quorum, aud they
wore to hold annually, nt the scat of Gov-
ernment, two sessions, one in February
and ttio other in August.

John Jay, of New York, was appointed
Ch'ef Justice of the new Court Sept. 20,
and John Itutledge, of South Carolina;
William Cnsting, of Massachusetts;
ltobert II. Harrison, of Maryland; James
Wilson, of Pennsylvania, and John Utair.
of Yirginis. were made associates by
President Washington during the next
four days.

The Court organized in NewJYork Mon.
day, Feb. 1, 171W. and adjourned sine dio
Feb. 10. On that day James Iredell, of
North Carolina, was appointed an Assocl-at- e

Justice in place of Mr. Harrison, who
bad declined.

Afterwards, by various enactments, the
number of justices was increased till
now Chief Justice Fuller bas niuo ruso.
dates.

Railroad Companies' Objections Snown

to Be Unfounded.

Among no class of employees is there a
greater degree of enthusiasm for TnE
WonLD's Weekly Payment bill, intro-
duced in tbo Legislature by Senator
Koescb, than Is manifested by the men
who man our railroads Every mail
brings to the editor convincing evidence
that thia class of workingmen would re-

gard tho paaaage and enforcement of such
a law as a boon greatly to be desired, and
which would benefit' them and their
families in scores of ways.

Our letter from "A Poor Working-man-'s

Wife" portrays in bumble but
forcible language tbe hardships conse-
quent upon the system of payment at
long intervals. Children forced to wait
for weeks for shoes and garments fit to
wesr to school or church; tha husband
and father obliged to go to his work tbe
last half of tbe month insufficiently clad
aud shod by reason of want of cash; tbe
thou hand and one other necessaries of
life or accessories of comfort, which are
precluded by scarcity of ready money
owing to Infrequent payments or the mar-
gin shaved off through lone dealing on
credit no better presentation could be
made of tbe urgency of the need of a
compulsory weekly payment of wages.

'1 his woman's unsolicited testimony is
indorsed by msur others, who detail tbe
auflerings snd wrongs entailed by a sys.
tern which perpetually mortgages tbe
slender earnings on whicb helpless
women and children aie dependent.

The plea advanced by railroad officials
tbat weekly payments on so large systems
are practically impossible is met by tha
example df the Bostou and Albany Bail,
road, whose line is more than 2U miles,
and ybirh emptors thousands of men,
When tbe Massachusetts law went luto
effect tbe railroad accepted It iu goo I

faith, nnd baa complied literally wftli its
prtivUlouN. The pa .car starts (ruin Bos.
ton vtery Monday morning. It goes over
the whole road, returning Saturday
night, with esery man ou the road paid
his earnings up to tbe cloao of tbe week
uretiona. Thus at no time is any em.
ployea's salary mora tbau a week in
arrears.

Tue beneficial effect upon tbe service of
tbe road is so marked that a prominent
offieul is quoted as saying that, law ur no
law, tbo company would not pn back to
tbe monthly payment srsteui. This teati.
mony is corroborated I v otber Mossaibu.
setts railroads, which base obeyed the
law in letter and iu cpirit.

Gen. T. P. RodenboQoh Succeeds Him

as Gbief of the Elections Bureau.

Police Commission Deadlock Ilroken
by an Honored Soldier's

Appointment.

As announced in yostorday'a Sporting
Edition of The Evenino Wobld Joliu J.
O'Brien'a official bead bas fallen into the
basket.

The notorious Ilopnblican nrtisan
politician, wbo has been nt tbo bead of
the Election Bureau in tho Police Depart-
ment slnco 1878, hss been ousted from bis
$1,000 sinecure snd Gen. T. F. Ilodcn-boug- h

has been appolntod to the vacancy.
The now chief Is n natlvo of Pennsyl-

vania and fifty-tw- o yoars of age. Ha
served with honor in n Pennsylvania cav-

alry regunaut throughout tho civil war,
coming nnt a colonel. He lost bis right
arm at Winchester. Ho was brevetted
Brlgotller-Genor- for gallant conduct at
Cold Harbor.

Mustered out of thevolnntcer servico in
1B05, be was commUviionod major in tho
regular army, and iu 1870 waa retired,
with the rank of colonel of cavalry.

In 1880, Gen. Bodenbougb became Aa.
sistant Inspcctor.Qenoral on Gov. Cor-

nell's staff, and about tbe same time was
made Secretary ot tbe .Military Service
Institution. of which Qon. SchotSold la' tbe
bead and which holds its meetings on
Governor's Island.

Forn timoGen. Bodenbougb was tho
editor and proprietor of a rival paper to
tha Army and A'ary Journal.

Gen. Jtodenbough was in politics a
Republican until 1881, when be supportod
Mr. Cleveland for the Presidency, and ho
now claims to Le a Democrat, tbonch un-
identified with any factious.

O'Brien's third term as Chief of tho
Bureau of Elections expired in August,
1887. when it was .determined tbat the
position came within tbe civil servioe
rules, and applicants for it must submit
to an examination.

Such an examination was held and more
than a dozen applicants qualified, the
blghest on tbe eligible list being veterans
of tbe late war. They wero Ool. Edward
Gilon, with a percentage of 93.01; Gen.
Bodeubougb, 91.82, and Richard E. Mott,
91.09.

O'Brien waa not examined, but applied
to tbe Supreme Court, and Judge Bono,
hue directed that bis namo be added to
tbe eligible list and coni idored in making
tbe appointment.

Tbe result was a deadlock in the Board,
tha Republican Commissioners. French
and McClase, votiug for either O'Brien or
the other Republican, Mott, while the
two Democratic Commissioners voted for
the County Democracy candidate, Col,
Gilon.

The latter is Police Commissioner Voor.
bls's friend and political lieutenant, and
when the Commissioner recently threw
tbe organization of tho Board to Tam-
many Hall, it was understood that Oilou
could have tbe placo, James J, Martin,
tbe Tammany Commissioner who bad
aucceeded tbe Republican, Stephen B.
French, being ready to vote for him.

The position was offered to Gilon, but
be declined it because it would be de-

clared to be tbe price of Commissioner
Voorbls'a action.

John J. O'Brien bail to go. The three
Democratic Commissioners bad deter-
mined on Gen. Rodcnbough aa his suc-
cessor, and tbey proceeded to Disappoint-
ment yesterday. Commissioner McL'lave
making a feeble fight against it by uioting
the appointment, first of O'Brien and then
of Mott. bis s ngle vote being recorded in
favor of the selection of each of these

The deposed chief takes a philosophlo
vlswof tbe case, and bays that be is not
at all surprised at the action of the Board.
