Nadyda tililds, of nohls I:irll:. and
a tencher in the Lhigh school at Moneow, war
found Iast year with revolntionary pam
phiets in ber possession and sentenced $a
penal servitnde,

On her arrival at Kara this handsomes, re.
finod woman soon attracted the attentioh of
the Director of the prison, who took an
mrly opportunity 4o inenlt her.

Mme. Yibida resented the act of the Di
rector, who in revenge had her etripped and
flowged in the presence of all the men in the
prison.

Brich an ontrage hnd not been perpetrated
on & woman of rank since the dJdays of the
Empress Catherine: and the unfortunats
Iady wan 8o avprehensive of further shame
sudd torture, that she committed suicide on
the same day. by poisoning herself.

Not only thin, but several of the other
women, politioal prisoners, fesrful of re-
eeiving similar treatment, on hearing of the
terrible  event followed Mme. Sihida's
example.

A few miles from the women's political
prison at Kara is that oconpled by male po-
litieal eonvicts, who, on hearing of the
tragedien, revolted en masse,

Troops were called ont and awfal scanes
followedl, shooting, flogging and torturing
going on by wholesale,

The Inwmisan authorities have natorally

been carefnl to suppress the tarrible dotalls,
wlhich are now givento the publio for the
first time.
