Feb. 12, 1800, ** Abo " Lincoln first saw

There was mingi§d in his veins the
blood of New Engiand Puritans, Middle
Blates Quakers, Virginia planters aud
Kentueky pioneors, and he grew up with
the Gireat West as aturdy aa the sturdiost
onk. His youth was spent in the forests
of Indiana, and, when in 1830 his family
moved over into 1llinois, he got the
soubriguet of ** the rail splitter®” because
of his dexterity with tho axe,

Jan, 1, 1868, President Linecoln pro-
elaimed the freedom of the chattel slaves
of the SBouth, and on the evening of the
16th of April, 1865, fiva weeks after his
second inaunguration as President of the
United States, he died by the hand of an
assasain, the monumental erime
the outeome of a civil conflict the like o
which for bitterness history has never
chronieled.
