Immediately a great row broko out,
fifteen or twenty membors getting on
their foot at onco.

O'lloxo doclined to serve, and John
Martin was appointed in his place

Immediately Martin doclined.
Then King declined, and Lewis

Hu Family Woro Contemplating

Bemoving Him to an Asylum.

Ho Gave Them the Slip, Though,
nnd Married Mrs. McCrcn.

Friomts of Douglass Green, the Wall
street broker, whose bigamous limrrinijo
with Mrs. AUco Suell.McCrcn is tho
sensation t the day. think that ho must
bavo gone stark crazy.

It has been nil open secret in his family
and among his Intimate friends for mnutlis
past that Mr. Green has not been rlfibt iu
his mind.

Ever Blnce ho had a full on tho ico In

front of the Stock Exchange last Wluter,
which resulted in on injmy to his spine,
eccentricities in bis conduct were noticed,
and rocently his notions havo been so ex-

traordinary as tu lead his family to talc
steps to hnvo him placed in uu asylum.

Gon. Roger A. l'ryor vn engaged as
connsol to instituto proceedings for his
commitment, aud his physician, Dr. II.
Ilolbrook Curtis, hss stated that Mr.

Green has shown for somo months post
indications of insanity, as tho direct out-

come of necrosis of the ethmoid bone, in
clono relation with the brain.

Dr. Curtis says that ho urged Mr.Groen
several times lately to voluntnrilv plnco
himself under treatment in some iiiEnuo
nsylmn, but bo did not seem inclined to
do this.

His family had come to the rescue, nnd
If he had not given tnem all the slip in
his rocent sensational escapade ho would
undoubtedly, witbln a vory fow days,
have been safely bousod in some retreat.

Ono of the manifestations of his mental
dnrnugement was tho violent dislike
which he conceived for his wife and
children, who had onco been his prido
nnd joy, and which led to Mrs. Grcon
loavlng her husband and going with tho
children to llvo with hU relatives in
Savannah.

It is alleged that Mrs. McCroa, who has
admitted that eho knew Ureeu was mar-
ried, took advantage of his weak niontal
condition to force him into tho marrlngo.
which was performed by tho colorod
preacber'near Fortross Mouroo.

The story is that about a month ngo
Mrs. McUrea, learning of tho efforts that
were being inado by Urecu'n friends to
Induce bim to Rive her up. wont to his
npartmentsatthollarrelonaanddemaudod
that he should go with her to Unvsmmb,
toll his wifo that he no longer loved her,
and compel hnr to procure a divorce, so
that she might marry him.

I didn't even know there was
any license.

"Mr. Green, Jamie Aycr, Mrs. Anna
Brandt and myself drove out to Hampton
togetber on Sunday. We visited a lot of
nigger churches aud Jamio suggested that
we should all get married and wo agreed
to it. Jauiie was to mnrry Mrs. Brandt
and I was to marry Douglass.

" We went to several colored ministers,
und they refused, and the next day Me
thought we won u continue the lark."

Mrs. McCrea described the ceremony,
during which she said they all laughed
incessantly, the whole thing was such a
farce, and then added i

" I couldn't marry Mr. Green, for he's
already married and has a family. Ho is
tot in love with bis wife, and hasn't been
for over two years. He always wanted to
marry me. and Intended to do so as soon
as ho could.

" Wo decided when I gave up my home
in Ninety-thir- d atreet that 1 Mas to go
abroad and ho was to follow as soon as ho
got tho divorce" He uovrr got nlongwith his wife. Ho
is a Southerner and she is a Yankco from
New Hampshire, his opposite in taste and
everything else. Hut dear, oh, dear! It
Is killing me. I haven't slept a wink all
night."
