The troublos In Gramrhar School No. 3,
in the Ninth Ward, which led to the transfer
of Hiss Iealwlle F. Lowli. one of tho tcchor.
to Grammar School No. 10, on the recom-

mendation of Chairman E. J. Tinadalo, of
the Board ofTruatees, and her aubaequent

j rf transfer to No. 3 by the Board of Educa
tion on her appeal, vera fully described in
Tnx ETURUt Wobld abont ix weeks ago.

At the tuno the appeal was heard by the
Board of Education, Trustee Tinadalo de-

clared that there were other reasons for the
tranaferof Mlas Lewis than thoae he had
prcvlonaly atated, and intimated that the
charges whiob he could prefer against her
rrere of such a aerloaa nature that a more1 thorough investigation ahonldbe niado.

At the instruction of the Board, Snpt.
Jasper roqn csted Mr. Tinadale to make a
full statement of hia charges, which' he
filed with the Superintendent a week ago.

While I deeply deploro that tho subject

matter is reopened, and hadhoped, for the
benefit of tho system and tho se who will bo
affected ,br this inquiry, that the whole
affair might have been settled in another
way, ret, in view of tho resolution calling
for an investigation upon yonr part and the

A CLAMUESTlYE MEETING.
On Kept, in, isso. about thehonfot 6

r. M., I stopped at tho Board of Trustees'
room in Orammar School No. n for a state-
ment of the amount of the incidental fund
of the ward which was to be furnished br
tho clerk of the Board of Trustees, and
nnlch ho had agreed he would ieavo upon
the tahlo in that room that afternoon, lho
clerk was also the Principal of tho malo de-
partment of the school.

It r, aa not there, and thinking ho might he
upstairs makinir out tho statement, J went
an to tho fourth floor and looked up tho
short stair war leading up from tho fourth
story to soo if tho door of his privato room
was open; I saw it wax closod.

1 then entored tho assembly room, and
hearing tl.o noise of sweeping In ono of tho
rooms, f called out loudly If Mr. Souther-lan- d

was in tho bnildlng.
Xho janitor's nephew answered: "Ho is

in his room. "
I went out on tho landing, ascended tho

short stairway leading to his room, opened
tho door, and found Mr. li. I). L. Souther-lan- d

and Miss Isabelle F. Lowis in tho south-
westerly corner of tho room in the receaa
formed by tho right anglos of tho wall and
the bookcao, back from the southerly win-
dow, of which tho Venetian blinds wero all
the. way down, wheroby neither could be
seen from the street.

1 he situation was too embarrassing for all
of us; neither of them saluted or grcotod
me as I entered, nor did I them.

I Anally ventured to ask if he had made
out tho promised incidental fund account
statement. With much hosltaury be said he
had not. I requested it to be furnished, in
tho morning, atid without any further ex-
change of words left the room. I was
obliged to leave the city the noit morning,
and did not return for about a weeE or ten
dajs'

sucn afixTrxan nasiTUAL.
Shortly after my return information was

received to the effect that Mr. Houtherland
and Mias Lewis made a nractiee of resorting
to his privato room with the door shut after
all tho teachers were gone. and after con-
sulting with Trustees Benedict and an Ara-dal- e.

who, with myself constituted the Com-mittc- o

on Teachers, all of the facts above
detailed having been fully conaidered.lt was
decided that it would bo best to notify Miss
Lewis to report to me at Frimary School No.
24, in order that 1 might then and thero
inform her that the Committee on Teachers
intended to recommend that she be trans,
for red to another school as well aa to inform
her of tho grounda for this action.

It was contemplated, later on. to take such
further action as th case would rcqulro of
tho Board of Trustees.

It was deemed injudicious to have II lis
Lewis report at the Board room in Orammar
School No. :i. for the reason that it might
givo further notoriety to tho matter.

TO AVOID rUHTlIEQ MOTOBIETr.

Tho janitor of Trlmary School No. 24 was
directed to notify Mlas Lewis to report to
the Chairman of the Board of Trustees at
said school on Friday evening. Oct. 11, at
7.:i0r. m. Itwas the nearest school to tier
residence, lftil West Sixteenth sticet. ex.
cept Orammar School No. lu, hi which
evening school was than held. She
anawered him: "I will be there at that
time. " Shortly after that, on the ramo day,
he received this note from Mr.Spntherland:

Miaa Lewis did not come in reapouae to
the message, and the Janitor waa directed to
call on her at her resilience the next morn-
ing, Saturday. He did so as directed, and
told tier, by my direction, that if ahe under-
stood the previous message her presence
waa not desired; if ahe misunderstood It,
then she was to report to mo that evening at
the same tnuo and place.

She stated to the Janitor that, after he had
left her the previous day. she bad informed
Mr. Sontberland of the message and he had
ad lied her not to go, and she would ex-
plain further whin ahe saw the Chairman of
the Board of Trustees.

On Monday morniug, Oct. 14. Miss Lewis
waa notified to report to tho Board room,
and sho was then asked If she had received
the message to report to FrimarySchool No.
,'4. and she answtrcd slid had, and that she
had refused to come byadviceof Mr. houth-
erland. She was thereupon informed that
her transfer to Orammar School No. 10
would be deemed desirable for the beat In-
terests of the system, and that Miss Carrie
Smith would take her class.

this was said In an impudent tone and very
offensive manner.

TO KEEP THEM APABT.
She asked that I would repeat them to her,

I answered that.without eutorlug into a
iacusiion of the Information from various

sources that I had received and which moat
forciblyemphaslEcdthe necessity of thetrans-fc- r,

tho mere faot that I found Mr. Souther-lan- d

and herself in a corner of his private
room with the door shut at about the hour
of ft o'clock in the atttrnoon, alone In the
building, after all the other teachers had
gone, 1 deemed antlicieut to require the
Board to eeparato them and to make her
transfer a necessity, and still more so if. as
I had been informed, it was a common prao-tlc-o

to so meet him tncro in privnto.
1 fnrthor told her that I intended to bring

the matter before the Hoard of Trnsteei and
let them dotcrmino what should be dono in
tho matter.

Truatro Bonedict showed the letter to

and it waa thereupon dcoidid to rend to
Mls Lewis and direct her to be present on
the next evening. Wednesday, Oct. id, t
tho Board room. In order that the Commit-
tee might learn from her what objections, if
any, she mado to tho proposed transfer.

BATH BOUTIir-nLAS- UWMEDtr.
Miss Lewis camo to the Board room at the

appointed timo. Sho was informed that tho
previous notice alio had received to attend at
l'rimarr School No. t!4 had been sent to her
by diroctlon of tho Committee. Hho
said she objected to tho transfer.
Alter roiuo discussion Trtiatco Benedict
tiolitled her that he would recommend
it to the Board. Tho next day tho
l'rineipal. Mr. Soutlierlaild. was before Sir.
Van Arsdale, Mr. Benedict and myself, aa
Committee on Teachers, and in their pres-
ence be admitted tbe ilrcnmstances detailed
abovo in reepect to my finding himself and
Miss lewis in his room at the hour named
with tho door shut, andalao coincided with
the suggestion that ahe ought to be trans-
ferred from his department.

On Friday evening, Oct. 17, testimony
was given before tbosame Committee to the
effect that Miss Lewis waa in tho habit of
remaining in the school building and going
to Mr. .Southerland's room and remaining
therewith him with the door ahut after all
the rost of the teachers were gone, both be-

fore and after the above date 1 saw them
there, aa I have stated abovo.

After this testimony had been received. I
insisted that it and the whole matter should
belaid boforo the. full Board: but I waa
nrgod otherwiae By my aasoclatcs on the
Committee, who said that. If it waa done,

Boutherland would commit aulclde. asfir.had threatened todo In their presence.

We were simply sitting and talking togother
when Mr. Iinadale entered. "

Miaa Lewis was bur with hor clasa at tbe
time and sent out word that she did not care
in reply at present to the charges mado in
Mr. 'linsdale's statement.

Trustee John 1. Faurewas highly indig-
nant when he saw a copy of Mr. Tinadale a
report.

It is a perfect outrage1." bo said, " and
you may say that I denounce Mr. 'linsdale's
action in this lnatttr without measure.

"1 have Lieu tnuveisaut with the matter
ever aiure the trouble aro.e. and know just
what efforts have been made to get Mlsa
Lewie out of tho school.

"1 know that Mr. Boutherland has been
l'rineipal of the line! ion Htreet School for
twenty-tw- o core and has been a teschor for
thirty-lir- e years, and not once during that
time has any charge of thla kind been made
against htm."
