He was seconded by Jimmy Carroll and
1'addy fiorham, while Jack McAulllTe and
Denny Kellehcr performed the ofllce for
Dempsey.

As McCarthy at awaiting the battle, ho
was tho picture of confidence aud indiffer-
ence, while orer Dempsey's face thero stole
now and then a look of anxiety.

The Nonpareil suddenly left the ring,
while McCarthy, taking the cut. sat laugh-
ing on the outside, guying one or two of the
directors.
