child of labor, who struggles so bravely
to be nice and toils so uncomplainingly
for the pittance that keeps Iifo In her
body and Lope In her heurt I visited the
great cigar manufactory of Mestrs. I.icb.
tenstein Uros. & Co., where in the busy
tesaon fOO operators find employment in
tie vsrious departments of clgnr.making,
half of whom are wrmrn and girls.
Theie wore pouiuly 200 "iris at work
when I went through the hhop, and their
condition, contriKcd with that of the
M absentees, was far from cheering,

Terhaps it was tbe thought of thote no.
happy comrades aud their deprivation
thut accouuted for the stern industry and
almost oppressive silence that prevailed
throughout the big shopi.

Foremen moved about, stopping here
snd there to look over a girl's shoulder,
sometimes getting dtttastcfnlly near to
show her bow Utter to execute the roll
or Urn of moist brown leaf, all the time
pufliug the smoke of his cigsr in her face.
I am not snro that tbe wss Indiffereut to
the stiflinj: fumes sud the close contact
with his brawny arms, but she gsve no
evidence whatever of the effect on hor.

Aud It is in juvtthis sort of subluxation,
this fesr to make an outcry ir rescut an
iuclrility, that the spirit is tielng crushed
out of our working girls. These boorish,
burly fellows, who mean well enough,
may not know that the American girl aud
his own countrywoman aro didereut aud
dbtluct individuals, lust it is not ngrco
able to her to iubs'e tbe odors of his
breath and Ibe fumss of his cigar, that

sbo doesn't like to hare her face brnthed
etcn during a practical ltss'in In Indus,
trial training, and thit she objects to
the habit he has of putting his arm about
her neck to show her his method. These
ar slight Krlevaneet to make, but they
aro grievances nevertheless, and they
have a tendency, with other lapses com.
mon in the shops where men and worasn
am closely associated, to lower tho mural
tone of the shop and rob the girl ot
heaven's choicest blessing modesty.

Perhaps it is not asking too much to
request that the men cover their shirts
with cotton coats, that they
fotago tbe luxury of continuous and

smoking, and that thedls.
Isneo of an arm's length sepatate them
from their coworker!. Perhaps even the
suggestion will seem Impertinent as well
as audacious, but the subject Is one that
Involves the moral Usuty of 2C0 young
women mid llttlo girls,

The working population was composed

almost wholly of foreigners. There were

rnr-TT- i suxcitm.
no colored trlrl at any of tho tables or
boxes, only a few Americans and lets
tbsn fifty Irish girls. This predominsnee
of tbe Bohemians, Germans and Italians
is duo In a mcamiro to tho nationality ot
the foremen, who naturally prefer to have
girls from their own country in the shop.
Then, too, tho male operators are nlroost
wholly of foreign birlh. all luvro families,

and their sons and daughters are brought
into tho shop as soon as thoy are old
enough.

The girls frequently marry iu the fsc
tory nnd a common Interest, a common
language and monopoly to an extent
make it au unplensant placo for the Kng.

girl to remain. Only n fow
of the girls woro able to talk to me, al-

though many had bocn in the country
threo years or more.

To show tho variety of iifo I reproduce
tho interviews.

Auulo Bamnk, a smooth-face- bright.
eyed woman of twcnty.flvo, wns teloctod
from n division where llfty.odd men and
women work sido by side at long tables.
All wero Europeans, strong nnd sturdy,
dressed In homespun, the men with
kerchiefs about their necks and trio heads
of tho women nnd girls being tied up iu
bright Lued bnndnnnas.

Don't get the wrong idea of this noble
woman whose bright color, robust health
aud beautiful face make her conspicuous
among tbe faces of universal iallor, Bhe
U uuuiu&lly prepossessing, thorouehly
womanly and certainly dtserviug of re.
spect, of tho most kindly consideration
and the most geuerous encouragement.
It would be interestiug to know what the
good ladies of the Young Woman's
Christian Association, who debar tbe
cigar girls from the benefits and privi-
leges of that Institution, tblnk of this
biave toller who so wily needs their help
and succor.

Francos Sidkos, another Long Island
girl, in a blaok jersey, showed me her
brown hands that " nover wash out, "snd
gave me her history with capital brevity.

" I am up at 0 ovory morning, nnd in
bed at 0. Father and I cam nil the money.
I have tbtee little sisters and tho best
mother living. Wheu there is plenty of
work I can make 810 a week. I can sow
too, and I make all my own clothes."

Tho training of tblslittleBohomlan
might well nerve as a pattern for soma of
our American mothers and teachers.

Tbo sanitary conditions
are good ; spoclnl care was lukiutohuse
tho tables, machines nud Mock arranged
along the window lines ; stools wero pio-vide- d

for all thu hands, but none offered
any biipport for tho back, nnd but few
erect llgurcn wero cither
sex. A spirit of frioudliuets existed be-

tween operators of the same tongue, nnd
tbe dUeipline could not have been im-

Taking tho cigarette nud cisnr industry
throughout the city, tbo loiiditinns of
morality mo varied, nnd generally of n
lower standard than is to be found in auy
other industry, with tho single oxceptiou
of kitchen.work. In some lactones tho
moral tone amuuuts to sublimity, aud
models of true hoioism arc found in rags
that cover without protecting tho bodies
they bide.
