Ouco an umbrella was
stolen from her iu a s store on
Sixth avenue and she did her bust to got
It back, saying it was the last present
which Hatch mado hrr.

Then she took a Hat in a very respecta-
ble houso and scandalized tho olher tru-

ants so much that they insistod on her
being nut out. The landlord had no easy
tme in gotliug rid of her.

Y'eatcrday sho came to tho surface
again, bolng obliged to appear in the
Eleventh District Court, at 910 Eighth
avonuo, to answor a charge of refusing to
surrender to Deputy Marshal Charles
Wagner a quantity of furniture aud
bno.a-bra- owned liy II. H. Bowers, who
used to board with her.

Acting
Supt. Ilichardson being in cbargo of all
tbo preparations.

Schoop shnfUed out of his cell with bis
head down, taking notice of nothing.

Colo was pale, but assumed a jaunty
air us he stepped out of his cell.

Both men uuderwent coolly lhe procos
of ptntouing.

When all was ready, the black cans
wero drawn, the dron was sprung aud the
two murderers were launched iulcklyand
apparentlr painlessly into elarnitv.

'lhe bodies wero cut down half au hour
after the drop fell.

death bad any apparent effect upon tho
doomed man's spirits or his appetite.

He bad slept quite soundly during part
of tho night.

He ate an early breakfast of toast and
egg, and at about 9.30 Indulged in a
hearty lunch of turkey.

He cautioned Sheriff Cooke to keep his
nerve, aud laughed when Deputy Sheriff
Wilson's voice trembled in the reading of
the death warrant.

Several of Hopkins's relatives were
with bim during the morning. They
wero prepared to take the body to
llocbester. N. Y. , where the murderer
formerly lived.

Two clergymen attended Ilopkiua in
his cell, performing their last offloes
there before the hour for the elocution,
and the condemned man sang a couple
of hymns in a firm voice.

Hopkins was couducted to the gallows
at 10. OS. He stepped steadily to the edge
of the scaffold and said clearly, without a
tremori " Good-by- , kind friend, I leave
this world without an enemy. "

At 10,13 the drop was pulled, and Im.
mediately a cry of horror arose, as the
roiio broke under the sudden strain.

Hopkins must have been rendered In.
seuKiblo, however, for there was only a
slight quivering of the body as be was
picked up.

Several men held him under the gal.
lows, aud at 10. 1H the second and success-- f
ul springing of the drop took place.
Hopkins was pronounced dead at 10.53

and cut down two minutes lster.
The Sheriff, bis deputies, the jury and

SPARE THE ISUND PARK

Liberty Island Should Not Be Trans-

formed Into an Emigrant Station.

The rumor that Liberty Island has bees
selected as the future landing place foi
emigrants, bat brought forth a storm oi
indlcuant protests, not only from in-

habitants of the three cities, but from
every patriotic person In the country.

Since the magnificent statue, arrauce's
gift to this country, waa erected on Lib-
erty Island, the 'Committee in charge
have beeu working hard to convert the
island into a park or pleasure ground foi
the people. The receipts for transport-

ing visitors to the statue last Hummer,
uetted tho Committee $10,000, which sum
was to have bo en expended In beautifying
its surroundings.

Secretary Windoni aud Collector
Krbardt, after their cruise around tha
hay lost ueek, said that Kills Island waa
out of the irueation for a landlug place,
owing to tho length of time necessary to
remove the powder stored there. It
would require nearly that length ot time
to dredge around liberty Island, erect
docks and other nocessarv adjuncts.

Ellis Island is nearer to the mainland,
and has a deep chsnnel leading to the
pier already erected there. Water plpea
to the mainland eould ba laid at a leas
exnonie than on Liberty Island.

As Chairman of the Executive Commit-
tee of the American Committee of the
Htatue of Liberty, Senator William SI.
Evarts has already raised his voice in
Washington against the misappropriation
of Liberty Island to the purposes of an
emigrant receiving station.

Hecretarv IUchanl liutler says that the
island is the people's park, and protests
against any such move ou tha part of
Secretary Windoiu,

Those who have visited the Island in
the Hummer can readily picture in their
uitnda the appearance of the spot when
populated by a few shiploads of emigrants,
the rolling sward occupied by bureau of
information, money-changin- g offices,
restaurants and baggage depots, while
tha bahel of many tongues till the air,
rendering the island a plaee more to bo
dreaded than visited.

Vltitors to the World's Fair, if htld iu
this city, would be loath to visit the
statue under those conditions, and alto,
gather the use of th island as an ami.
grant statiou would mean th total ruin
of what promise to be a most attractive
breathing spot for people within the ra-

dius of miles.
