Not long ago tho ladios componing tlio
Protective Health Association took uptlie
health coudltlou of tho factory girl, and
a committee wan appointed to tnako a
tour of Impaction and report to tbo Asso-
ciation regarding hor business surround,
ings. Among othor plucea a feather
fsetory, a flower and clothing shop and a
pdckiug-houi- e wcro visited, nnd so
startling wers tho facts disclosed that tbe
ladles were horrified, and Immediate
etcpa wero taken to havo a woman inspec.
tor appointed by the New York Board of
Health. President Wilson's prodocessor
gavo tho ladles a moat courteous hearing,
and without promising anything asked
them to namo a candldato.

Hero was a dilemma.
Everybody recognized tho needs of tho

working girl, and the wisdom of having
a woman iuspeotor to look after her in.
terest. but who would accept tho ofllce?

Tboro was no salary attached to It ; tbe
task would be arduous, nnd to compass
tbe work attending it would rrquiro au
averago daily labor of tfjvo hours. With
all tho well-know- kind-boorto- iutolll-ge-

and influential ladies in and about
New Y'ork City, not one could bo found
willing to accept tho nomination to such
o position, and after long and fruitions
endeavor tho matter was dropped.

Now, if the factory girls of tho Empire
City are to bo helped, if their coudltlon is
to bo considered, if better surroundings,
better wages ond bettertrcatment are to
bs obtained for them, the interest of the
able leisure class must be enlisted, A
woman knows better than a man tho
needs of her sex, and there is nothing
impossible lo her. What she has done is
much: what she can do Is llmitlosfl.

Just now tha field is ripo for labor.
Tim oh oro slack, many of tha girls are
working on three-quarte- r time and
thousands are at home idly and sadly
waitinif for tbe (Spring trade to begin.
Employers and manufacturers are ac-

cessible and tbe agitation of the sixty
hour bill and tho appointment of eight
women inspectors has olalmod tho atten-

tion of tbo labor associations and Stale
Benato.

The girls do not want charily. They
are not even candidates for benevolence.
What they do vant ond what they deserve
is interest. Influence ond sympathy. A

soman inspector with her critical, search-
ing eyo for details and her regard for tbe
minor things that make no impression ou
a man would flud u hundred errors, many
of which might be corrected if but sug-
gested to the proprietors of tbe shop iu
which they are made.
