AHOTHER MURDER WOULD OUT

Tho Killing of Emory Thayor
Is a Mystery No Longer.

IlociiEMTER, Feb. 25, That "murder

will out" vtas never better exemplified
than in the confession just extorted from
two men arrested in Llvinceton County
for a minor offense that they were euilty
of tbe murder of Emory Thayer at Hamil.
ton Centre, Livingston County, on Oct,
27. 1885.

This crimo was one of shoclclnc brutal,
ity, and this, together with Iho mystery
iuvolvine tbe affsir, made it famous.

Thayer, who was a respectable farmer,
had sold 9200 worth of wheat and had the
ttK'uey iu the bouse.

Mis, T buyer was awakened bv a noise
about uiidmcbt, and come to ber door
she baw n mau enter the parlor and light
the lumps.

'lhiukiuc it was the hired man, she
called him by numn and asked bim what
he was dolus downstairs.

As sbe spoke a ma'ked man rushed
upon ber. crasued her by the throat, aud
plnclug the muzzle ot a pistol asainst her
temple, hissed: " Don't jou move or I
will kill you both."

The noise made by the masked mau
awoke Mr. Thai er aud he attempted to
get out of bed, but was warned by tho
man to stay where be was.

In some way Mrs. Thayer shook off the
murderer's crasp on ber throat and then
cruppled with him,

AVtcu Mr. Thayer aaw that the ruffian
was gtruEglinK with bin wife he sprang
out of bed aud rushed to his wile's assist-
ance.

Ho shoved the man back against the
door, and the latter, seeing tbat he was
likely to be overmatched, tired his pistol,
bringing Mr. Thayer to tbe floor, and
then stamped his victim's brains out a
he lay there.

Tbe hired man, John Kahn, was tried,
and uothine but an extremely brilliant
defense saved bim from swinging for tbe
death of Thayer.

Now Sheriff Tripp has Samuel D.
Welshman and Nelson Swartz, two
notorious characters of the county, under
lock and key. and they have made a full
confsasloa of tbo crime before a Justice
