Moist and heavy ifstayed whero it fell,
and tho enow.plougbs on tho street rail-
way lines had hard work to dislodge it.

This afternoon the Avenue li. Third,
Sixth and Eighth avenuo cars were
hauled by four-hors- o teams, and nt that it
is impossiblo to make schodnle time. This
is due, however, more to blockades
caused by heaiy trucks stuck in the snow
than to tbo scow on tho tracks.

Judging from thclroppearanco this does
not soom possible. 'lhey nro well,
dressed, g young men, who
hav o moro tbe, appoaranco of prosperous
brokers, than thugs.

and IiOgan, who know lilin well.

Within the past three woeks
and thugs linvo beendoingalmost

Tho Captain'aud his Ward Detectives.
Carey aud Logan, hnvo hunted night and
day tor some cluo to tho bold marauder.
Not one could thoy lind.

Meanwhile, Edward Hoffman, of 8 East
BcTenty-tlft- h street, n thread merchant at
Howard and Mercer streots. reported to
Capt. Grant that on the night of Feb. IS
ho nnd his brother wore going homo from
tbo thoatro in his privnto carriage.

At the ccruerof Twenty-thir- d nlroet and
Sovcnth avenuo tbo driver was oraoredto
halt. Mr. Hoffman stepped to tho sido.
walk anil was struck in tbo face with a
pieco of lead pipe and knocked down.

Two men rifled his pockets of a gold
watch and chain and all thoiuonoyhehsd.

A third road agent struck his brother,
who ntlemple I to Jump out of the car-
riage, forred him back Into tho convey-
ance nnd held him there until the others
gava tho signal to run. when ho soized an
overcoat on the scat and ran away.

Mr. Hoffman was confined to his bed
for a wool; from tho effects of tho beating
which he hud received.

Another victim was Michael Daly, of
401 WeBt eighteenth street, who was
robbed last I'ridav night ut tho corner of
Eighth avenue and Twenty-sovent- h street
of a gold watch aud cbaiu, aud beaten
insensible with a olub.
