It was opened with due precaution aud
found to contain a woman's bond.

With It was n letter In which tho writer
says ho will yet outdo the doeds of Jack
the Hipper.

Search was mails, aud tho remainder of
tho body was discovered cut in pieces and
packed in two socks.

The corpso is believed to be that of a
Nihilist traitress.
