istence.
'When Detectives Mullane, Canuori and

Heap, of the Eldridge street station, left
the house at No. 3 Eldridge street last
night they thought they had collected all
the evidences of the atrocious crime.

A careful search had been made among
the musty cool.bins and tubblsh of the
narrow cellar where the body was found,
and all the serans of cloth and clothing
which had been wrapped and twisted

' about the body were gathered up and
taken to the station.

BTABTUlfO FINn BT BXFOBTZES.
Early this morning two reporters vis.

Ited the place, and almost tbe first thing
that they stumbled across was a dirty
piece of bedticklng, which was lyiug just
inside the hall doorway, at the top of the
narrow stairs leading down to the

cellar.
It was brought out and examined; and

waa found to oonsist ot a piece of bed--
ticking about a yard and a half long,
sowed on to a piece of coarse crash towel--
ling two and a half fest in length.

BlOOD-gTAlX- BBDTICKIMO.
On one aide of the piece were several

large blood stains, two or three inches in
diameter and marks which looked aa
though tbe cloth had been used to wipe
off a pair of bloody hands.

THE LAD'S STOUT OT JACOB,

On the way ho Raid that ho was an
orphan and thirteen years old. lie was
now living at 73 Hester street, with Home
people who took care of him and sent him
tonchool.

Sareral months ago ho had lived with
Jacob, tho janitor, who seemed to tako a

fancy to him, but tho boy said he did not
like Jacob becauno he was always trying
to frighten him with ghost stories.

One day, about a week before Jacob
killed Ilogozinskl and abot bimsolf , bo
soemed to bo In a very bad humor, lfc
told Joseph that he was going over to
llrooklyn to boo a friend who was dying,
and that ho (Joseph) must look out for
himself that night. He ordered him not
to come near the house, because it was
hanutod with ghosts and they would
carry him off if he stayed thero alone.

WHO WAS TDIB WOMAN?
" I did not know where to go," aald

Joseph, " so I walked around the streets
near the school. About 10 o'clook in the
night I saw Jacob go in with a young
woman.

" I couldn't see her .very well, but I
think it waa the tame woman who had
been many times hofore to see Jacob.
Ho lined to boat her and turn her out of
tho house, and I ran away too, becauso I
was afraid he would beat me. I ueer
got a good look at her,

JACOB BEAT AND CUBBED OEB.

"I was afraid to go into tho bouse
after that, but went off and slopt in tbe
hallway. In tho moraine early I went
baok and went upstairs. The woman was
there still, and Jacob was cursing herr '.RndbeallaH.Jior." White I wss in the hallway the door
opened and the woman ran downstairs
into tbe street.

" I nover raw her again after that, and
Jacob drove me away, so I naTer saw bim
again. There was a new janitor when I
went baok to the school again."

heard the boy's story,-an- was very much
astonished to find that his deteotivea hod
failed to discover him before.

Air, Levy said he had told the police
yesterday about the boy. but they did not
pay any attention to him. Then Detec-
tive Mullane came in. lto bad tbe keys,
the multiplication table and tbe scrap of
n letter with the words, "to my dear
Frieda" on it, which had been found in
tbe dead woman's pocket, but he had
learnod nothing new about the myatery.

In fact, none of tho detectives bad been
to the houso this morning, although they
had been "working on the case'' all
night.

BOW TRE LAD KNEW JACOB,

Jocoph Schapiro, the lad whoso evi.
dence has proved so valuable, is thirteen
years old, an orphan, who came to this
country from itussta about a year ago
with his father's brothers. The uncle
lives at 203 North Ninth street. llrooklyn,
but the family were too poor to care for
little Joseph, and he was sent to tbe Aitz
Chain freo Hebrew school at 8 Eldridge
street.

He i a remarkably bright little fel-lo-

and. when forced to shift for him.
self evidently made tho best of it. He
was so much in Jacobs' company that he
became familiar with all his belongings
in the school building.

JACOB'S EraXET UEB SHBOUD.

The boy was hustled down into the
basement, where tbe buudle of wraps and
clothing found in the cellar was locked
uo in the safe. The first object extracted
was the long strip of brown cotton cloth
which waa wound about the murdered
woman's body,

" That belongs to Jacob," said the boy
quickly, "Wo used that for a sheet on
the bed."

Jacob's coat identhttd, too.
Then out came the shabby yellowlab.

brown overcoat that was wrauoed and
tied about tbe mutilated head.

That's Jacob's coat, too." cried
Joseph, " the one he alwuys used to wear
when It rained. I have seen him wear it
a dozm times. "

The remaining piece was a strip of dark
browu stuff ubout a yard long and fifteen
inches wide with little brass nogs sewed
all along one ot tbe edges.

Joseph identified this, just as positively
and readily aa the other things which had
been shown him, as the screen which had
been used in the school.room to cover up
tbe front of the shelf where the Hebtew
Bible and ether books used in the reli-clo-

exercises of the school had been
kept

Tbe multiplication table was the same
one that wan given to every boy in the
school. Joseph waa shown tbe torn bit of
paper upon which the writing was found,
and was asked if he could identify it as
Jacob's handwriting,

no was not able to do ao, but he had

shown so little hesitation in identifying
the other articles that it left not the
slightest doubt in the minds of the police
that Jacob was the perpetrator of the
horrible crlmo.

Thi boy was then taken uu to the
Morgue, where the mangled body is now
lying, in tbe hope that be might be able
to identify the woman also.

Tbe body was lying in a plain wooden
box in the same poaitiou in which it was
found in the cellar, Joseph shuddered
and turned away when the lid of the box
was lifted and he first caught a glimpse of
tho shockingly disfigured and mutilated
face.

The woman's clothing was nearly new,
and the underclothing, where It bad not
been stained with blood, was perfectly
clean.

The faot that tho body was wrapped up
in so many thicknesses of cloth, which
pravonted contact with the air, and the
cold weather of the past two weeks, has
undoubtedly bad the effect of arresting
decomposition,

ItOW SHE WAS Kttt.ZD.
Tho horribly mul Hated condition of the

woman's skull shows that she was proba-
bly battered to doAth with a hammer or
some heavy blunt instrument, although
thero nro gashes all over her faco and
nock which might havo been made with a
knife or a hatchot.

Tho rope which was found knotted
tightly about the nook may havo beon
used by Jacob to drag the body down,
stairs.

rOSOIBLT AX0TIIE3 CLUK.

Another scrap of paper was found in
one of tbe woman's pockets this morning.
It was a ploce of ft billhead, and a long
piece ot whtto cotton was wound tightly
around it. Tho printed matter on It readi

Blie was u woman of twenty-eigh- t, of
medium height and had black eyca,
and that black kinky halrwbioh is tbe
characteristic feature of the dead woman's
hair. Jacob, who was a man of flf ty.flve,
had been previously married to a woman
who is said to be now living in Albany
street, who got a divorce from hkn.

JACOB'S LITE WITH ' ' FINNY. "
He married "Fanny" about three

years ago, and they set up a shoo at 101
Hberiff street. They only lived together
about six months, for one dsy Jacob ran
away, taking all the money (f 500) with
him. leaving nis wile and tho store.

After he returned, about a rear ego. he
found that his wifo bad sold nut tbo store
and was getting a divorce from him. ber
lawyer being Nathan H. Leri, of 73 Lud-
low atreet.

"They always fought like rats and
doga," said Otto Itogozinski. "but Jacob
would see his wife frequently, although
they always lived apart.

"I dou't know where Mrs, Jacob lived,
but it wetSsomewhere on the eut side. I
saw ber last several months ago, but some
friends of mine at 32 llidge street told me
several days ago that they had seen Jaoob
taking his wife to tbe theatre on the
Friday night before be shot my father.

LAST TIME SHE WAS SI EN,

"That was the last time any one had
seen her, and all the people In the neigh,
borhood have been talking about it ever
alnce and wondering what had become of
Mrs, Jacob since her husband bad died.
One of them said she had not been seen
at her boarding-hous- e since that time. "

lira. Itogozlmki also gave a description
of "Fanny," which corresponded alruoit
exactly to tbe appearance of the dead
woman so far as her face Is recognizable.

The divorce suit was still pending, and
everything eoes to show that Jacob en-
ticed hia wife to his lodgings on tbe night
she was last seen .with nim for the pur.
pose of murdering her.

Tbe police of tbe Eldridge Vreet station
bare yet made no effort to havo any of
these persons identify the dead woman.

Deputy Corouer Jenkins called at the
Morgue this afternoon and made an out.
cial inapection of the body,

"From the appearance of tbo body I
should judge that the murderer held the
woman's right hand with hia left, while
he rained blows upon the left side of her
head and tn front,

"There wtro also scratches on ber
arm. the appearance of which would in.
dicate that the murderer bad stepped on
ber, inflicting the scratches with the
nails of his shoes."

THE AUTOFSr.
Deputy Coroner Conway reached tbe

Morgue and proceeded to make his
autopsy.

"The wound which caused death." he
aays, " was the fracture of tbe skull ovals
the left ear, The fracture extends all the
way down from tbe petrus portion of
the temporal bone, a'ong the occipital
bone to the base of the brain. The free
ture was two inches Ion?, one inch wide
and depressed as though it bad been
smashed with some blunt weapon.

this afternoon and identified the body of
tbo murdered woman as that ot Fannr
Ureenburg, ouo of Jacob's runny wives,
and tho one ha roforrod to in the letter ho
wrote prior to killing Itogozinski nuil
then killing himself.

Hofore eeeing tho body he described
the clothing she wore when she called on
him about six weeks ago.

After a close observation of the dead
woman's features, be said ho was almost
certain It was hor. "Let mo boo hor cloth,
lug." ho said. .

The clothing was brought out, and no
sooner bad he seen it than ho said ho was
positive In his Identification of the dead
woman.

nOW HE KNEW BET.
" 8b o came to mo about three years ago

and asked me to bring suit against her
husband for a separation. Bhe had had
a child by him, which had died. Ths
suit was tried, and alio waa awarded f S a
week for support and (73 for counsel fees." Hiuce then the baa been living out aa

a time and then camo to this cttr. She
lived with a family by tho namo of
