Mayor's Marshal Unglehardr. who was
cashier of the HheriU's ofllco under Urant,
was asked about the bookkeeping of the
office, but ho knew verr little about the
general accounts of the Hheriff,

All the accounts showing tho income and
expenses of tlio office were made up in tliu
insldo office, he said, by Mr. Bextouuudthu
Hheriff himself.
