SUSPENSE AT CINCINNATI.

Menfrre Bulletins Thero Confirm the
Awful Itoports from Louisville.

this morning irsidents of tho suburbs were
awakened by the ilimal roar of a hurricane.

It must have been tho
brestlinf tho terrible cyclone which dealt
death aud destruction to J.oulnlUo and a
seoro of adjacent cities and villages in tho
three States of Kentucky. Indiana and Illi-
nois.

Light 'sleepers remained awake the rest of
the oar'y morning bourn mid listened with
drtad to tho shritking wind which, shaking
the houses like reed", instilled fear in tlio
hesrtKof thusowho awaited the coming of
tho llcht.

Wires aro down In all directions at this
lionr, and tho news that Is coming in from
the scenes of disaster in I.oiilsvillo is
mi sgro.

Thero is nothing yet to show that tho aw-

ful rumors aro but exaggerations.
Most of the fragmentary bulletins bear

out the first stories of death and destruc-
tion.

A confirmed report says that not one of
tho handsoma wholesalo house, is left, and
all tho tobacco warehouses aro sweut away.

On Market street tlio Falls City Hall, a
four-stor- y building was prostrated while
several Masonic and Knight's of Honor
iodires and a dancing school wero In sosnlou,
and 100 men, women and children aro
burled under it.

Every other house on Market and Jeffer-
son aud Walnut, ironi Tenth to Kixtccnth
street. Is in ruins.

For n tlnio everybody tcurued paralyzed
with fenr and apparently in doubt
whether to flee or wait for wbntoicr the
tales had in store lor thonu

Tho work of rescue was nt onco begun,
nnd along that iiartof tiro tuwW'tn which
Mr. Itobertson was the sidewalks wore
soon piled high with c rubbed, mangkd,
wounded uud dcud victims of the ktorm's
wrath.

Wagouri of nil klndBwero preyed intn
service, nud tho donit oml woundod were
hauled away as rapidly ns thu darkness
nnd tho confuted condition of tho streets
would pormlt to the houses outside Iho
path of tho cyclone.

Mr. Itobertson remained iu the town
but an hour after tho stonn struck it, and
consequently had but n very limited op-

portunity for observation, but what ho
saw Is sufficient to show that when tho
full extent of the catastrophe Is known
it will bo oue of the worst iu the nation's
history.

Tlio storm camo from tho southwest,
and seems to have been u vrritablo
eyclgue. The force of the wind was
hardly felt above the Unit House, but bo-lo- w

that so far as could be aeon by tho
light of the blazing ruins everythins was
laid flat on tho earth.

The fires that were knowu to be burn-
ing when Mr. ltoberUou left were as
follows:

On Fourteenth street; at Eighth and
Main; on Jefferson, above Twelfth; ou
Walnut, between Seventh aud Eighth;
n big foundry on Fourteenth street; tho
Kentucky Flouring Mills.

About H.:i(l o'clock a flash of lightulnir,
followed h a sharp cap of thunder, an-

nounced that the edge of tho storm's cautre
had arrived. For several minutes tho rsin
IHvnrcddoAii in bnckutsful and pedestrians
wen-force- to seek refuge In areas and
doorwajs.

It dtilu't last very long, however, foraftei
two or three more lichtulug flashes ami
rumbles of thunder tho wind and rain sub
sided almost as rapidly as thoy had come
up, and the wutur.aoakod citizens of the
metropolis plucked up courage.

There is very little danger that anything
morn serious than what lias already hap.
pened is iu store for New York, but Bergt.
Dunn, tho chief of the local Weather

diclarcs this morning that in other
places it Is positively the worst storm on
record.

Nothing like it lias bean known, for years,
and its extent aud severity aro such that Its
disastrous effects cannot he fully known and
appreciated forsoino time to come.

"lhe storm centre," he said "formed
early last Wednesday morning, near Hill
Lake City. It moved slowly eastwariLand
yestorday morning reached Kansas, iu.
creating iu lol nee.

' 'During yesterday It moved still more rap-
idly tast until Its picseuce affected the en.
tire urea tetnron the llocky and Allegheny
mountains, a distance of '',.10U miles, and
from the upper lakos to tho llulf of Mexico.

"During the dsv (he storm moved east
across the Mississippi, being at first control
in Southern Illinois. As It rushed across
Illinois, Southern Iinlisus, into Kentucky
and Tennessee, the winds constantly in.
creased in violeuco and tho barometer fill
rapidly,

"A clash of temperatures took plxceall
along tho line, skirling the southwestern
edgo of the storm centre ss it moved cast.
'Iho wind was blowing thiough the Central
States from fifty to sixty miles an hour, but
over the path of tlio tornadoes it was much
greater aud prulmbly rescind 1,10 miles an
hour,

".Tills is what lias caused such great
damage throughout tlio Mississippi Valley.

"With the heavy fall of lain and the
high winds all Iho levees ham been washed
out aud undermined along the Mississippi
banks, resulting in fresh breaks andcanslug
big crevansi on both sides ot lb rivtr.

"The flood tide lost ratsrinc th river
from tba Missouri Biv.r at Bt Charles, and
at Cairo from tb upper water of th Ohio,
wlUb greatly augmented y by the
increased rainfall and hl wind, and tbsrs

nevcry probability (hatall the districts
tho Lower Mississippi ltiver will

experience the greatest flood evor known.
"Tho river Is now up to its highest watar-mar-

and tlio increasing floods from th
tributaries now emptying into the Missis-
sippi will make It Impossible for those living
in the lowlands to cscnpo If thuy do not
make baste.

"The Hlanal-Sorvic- c ofltee."says Bergt-Dun- n,

"sent out bulletins to these districts
two weoks ago, warning them of their
danger and advising oierybody to movo out
of tho valleys and protect their stock.

"Many, Ithssbeni learned, have heeded
the warning, and while a good many negroes
refused to go, and thero is a good deal of
stock remaining in the lowlands, they have
practically been evacuated by the farmers.

"Already a great many lives havo been
lost, aud flocks and herds destroyed by the
floods, nnd this new storm makes matters
alt the more critical. It will be the greatest
calamity that has evor befallen that section
of the country.

"Tho damage will be greatest below
Memphis. Tho storm is just like an onnr-mou- s

pitcher of water poured upon a coun-
try alroady flooded.

" Although several immense crevasses
have been found In the levees below Vlcks.
ho rg, from '.'00 to 1..'00 feet wide and "0
to feet deep, carrying off millions of gal-
lons ot water overy second, the height of
tlio river at Ylcksburg and Cairo has re-

mained almost stationary at the top flood
limit.

"This slinws that the channel of tho river
belaw is all chokod up with alluvium and
debris from the first flood, and that this la
acting as a dsm wliloh will eventually work
havoc with all the lovees.

" ' Whou the wave crest from this new storm
comes down tho river things are bound to
bo carried away and the entire surrounding
country coverid.

"Tills will probably arrive st Cairo in
two or three dsya, but it insy be three wcoks
before It reaches New Orleans. New Orleans
will be visited without doubt by ono of tho
most disastrous floods ever known, and I
would nut give tiro cents for my life iu that
city when the warn crest strikes It,

" I do uot say this to frighten people, but
am simply stating facta that will be verified.
I havo been stationed at Cairo, Now Orleans
and Cincinnati during times of great floods,
and I know what they arc.

" I believe that ono of the greatest calam-
ities the country lias ever seen is Imminent,
and it is only our duty to w arn the people of
the Lower Mississippi Valley to prcparo for
the worst,"

"Homo of the slronnest lovees on tho
river," ho continued, "those at Helens,
Alk., have been swept away completely in
thu last two days.

"To-da- y it is snowing all through the
Northwest, the lake regions, the Northern
Mississippi Valley and in New England, and
raining to tho South, tlio storm covering
ev ery Statu west of the Ilockies.

"Tlio indications aroTor" Severn local
storms along the coast, high winds south
of Now York and torundnes In Tennessee
and Virginia. Storm idguals aro flying all
along the Atlantic Coast"
