BURIED FOR ACES.

An Archbishop's Tomb Found In
Canterbury Cathedral,

A tomb iu the south w all tf tho aisle of
tho Trinity Chapel, in Canterbury Cut he-dr-

has lately been opeued by the
authorities, and has yitldid n grc.it
treasuie. trove, accoidiug to Ihe Loudon
f'ropiif.

Ihe tomb selected for examination by
the, "committee, of pxpor.B,'' who have
been intrusted with the leienrclies into
the history of the Cathedral, is either tlut
of Arehl ishoii Hubert Waller, who died
in l'J05, or of Cardinal Ktephcu Luiigtoii
tho L'rcat .Vrcbbikbopwhojoiutdlliu cause
uf tho bitrous, aud won the uralitude of
the Kuglish by his opposition to tho ty.
rouny of John. Lungtou died iu 121.

The roof of the tomb having been ruled,
ft stone coffin was found withtu, and
when tho lid uf this was lifnd off the
body of uii urchblshop fully vested was
seen.

In tho cofliu wero found a benit'iftil
chaico nud paten or silver gill, a gold
ring with an eugruved uud n
crpzier. The vestments nro beautifully
embroidered with gold thread ou silk,
aud the shoes are also of rith embroidery
set with carbuncles.

Lverythuig was iu au oxUaoidiuury
stutcut preservation, aud the idles will
now form part of the treasures in the
chapter library. 1'ntLcr Johu Jlorris,
who was present at tho opeuiiig of thel
tomb, sent to thu Time uu inteitstiug
letter de'sciibiugtliP sight which mot hi
eyes when thu lolhu lid was raised.

Utiitatu it hesajs, liu the uudistnrbed!
remaipb of au auciout archbishop, upou
whom be reverently guzrd. "And who
is Ut Either Hubert Walter, who died
iu 1205. or Cardinal Slenbeu Luuglou,
whose dealh was twenty-thre- e later.
Ihe vestments were unite sound nil but
the woollen pallium, which hud almostperished, though its pins were theie
and, to my sutprise, tho shape of the nose
audeniu was clear and distinct."Ihe remains havo been treated with
the greatest respect, aud the Archbishop
resit still, iiuito undisturbed, iu the stone
cofliu iu which he has rested to long. "
