Doses of Crolon Oil.

Ills Mother Arrested on the Charge of

Admlnlsterlrg II.

An Insurance Mortxngo on Ills Life

BonLixoTiiN, N. .1., April 17. Mrs. Carrie
K. Vandegrlft, a n tcsldont of this
town, was arrested at hci elegant lOsidenco-o-

East Broad attect this inrrning, and
taken to the County Court, at Mount Holly,
to answer an indictment charging her with
attempting to minder her son, Frank C
Norman, by poisoning him with crotonoll.

Tho alleged crime waslirst discoverod by

Dr. Walter F. Hall, tho family physician,
who was called to attend tho young man two
weeks ago.

Ho found him Buffering from what ho at
first supposod was bowel complaint, and
treated hlui accordingly, but at each

visit found tho young man growing
weaker and weaker.

Tho caso pnzrled tho physician, who
finally diagnosod it as crotou oil poisoning.

During all tho time tlio sick man was be.
Ing nnrsod aud fed by his mother, who
teemed devoted to him.

Dr. Hall called Dr. J. Howard Hugh and
Dr. Franklin Gaunt in consultation, and
they coincided In his v iew, that young Nor-
man was dying from slow poison.

They did not say anything to Mrs. Van.
dogrlft. bntirtade tholr suspicion known to
Public Prosecutor ('. Bndd, aud lio detailed
men to watch tho woman.

Thbdctcctitoa saw her isit drug stores at
Intervals, and ouco witnessed her purchas-
ing croton oil. Jloru frequently her fa o

maid. Bercnica'.Kain, went to the drug-
gists and she was scleral times observed
purchasing tho oil.

Dr. Hall and the pnblic prosecutor then
became convinced that tho uiotbor wis
surely, but slowly, killing her own son.

He is twenty-fou- r years old and has always
been noted for his lovu for Ills mother.

To make asiuram o doubly siuo one drug-
gist was ordered to substitute something
vise for crotou oil tlio next tune it was called
for by Mrs. Vandegnf t or her maid.

Ho did so. Immediately a inarlud im-
provement was obsirtod in the sick man's
condition.

Crotun oil is an intensely irritating poison,
and leaves llttlo or no trace alter it has
served its purpose.

Young Norman was taken ill last April,
and when Dr. Hall was called o attend him,
lie was on tlio brink or the grav e.

Owing to tho soolal position or Mrs.
the authorities felt obliged to

moro slow ly in tlio matter.
Hlnco tbe death or liir husband alio has

as a son ow-s- ti icken widow and turnedEosed to chin cli matters.
.Hlio became a loading member of the
Broad Street Msthodist Church, and gained
renown a a dispenser of chatity. hho was
conaidcrcd a wealthy woman.

Prosecutor Bndd discovered on Tuesday,
what may bo considered as a mntivo for
licr alleged crime, in I lie shapo of an Insur-
ance mortgage for 4iitl,((iu on her son's
lifn which would rovert to her at his death.

He then learned that at tho death of her
husband in 1HS7. she was obliged to raise
ifl'.'.OOU to pay olT his liens, and got tho
money through tho United Security Life In-
surance and 'trust Company, of Pennsyl-
vania, which Issued a mortgage on her son's
lito for an equal amount.

At his deatli his Insurance, would cover
tho loan and Icavo her property frio from
any encumbrance.

Thn accused woman is short, slight and
handsome, and does not seem to Implore
than thirty years old, althuugh she aumits
being forty-lU-

As soon as a truo bill was found against
her yesterday she was placed under surveil

Since Thursday Dr. Hall has thrown awav
all food prepared for jouiig Norman, and
looked after him liltm-ei- r until Tuesday,
when ho brought a trained nurse from Phila-
delphia with tlio ro.ult that yourg Norman
began to imprnvo rapidly.

Ilia mother was not permitted to go near
him. Ho asked why, aud when told became
very much enrased.

"It is a Ho!" he declared at first, but
when some of tbe facts in posbcssion of the
authorities were placed in his possession,
he began to doubt, and spent tbe greatest
part of his time moaning, "Oh, could she?
Could shot My own mother. Impossible!"

This morning ho insisted on accompany,
ing her to tbe County Court House. She
was permitted to sleep at home last night,
but at n o'clock this morning ( 'ousts le
Mitchell and his deputy. Ed Tillinghast.
presented them.elves at the homo and
showed their wsrrant for her arrest.

She di.plu'ed wonderful and
niuy asked tuuo to attire herself for tho
Journey.

hlio robed herself in a gown of the latest
New York fashion aud swept out of tho
house, leaning on the aim of her son, who
has so far recovered since the poison has
been stopped tlist no is able to lie altouL

away.

Mrs. Yandegrift smiled, but paid no
further attention to the angry mob.

Bail will be required for her appearance
on trial, and if it is pot forthcoming sho
will spend lu the county jail at
Mount Holly. Her maid may also be locked
up with her as an accessory ora witness,

Mr.. Yandegrift has lived in Biirljngton
slnro 1 H7P. Previous to that she resided in
Philadelphia, where her reputation was that
of an adtenturtss. She c aims Io have bten
married to a cattle king named Norman, the
lather of thssoung man sums now accused
of trying to kill.
