Everv act, every word, has been acanned
for snmo clue to tho thought of the doomed
man.

Here, behind the gloomy stone walla of
Auburn Prison, lies a man who has already
paused forty-eig- hours, each one of which

'might have been his laat.
At any moment slnco Sunday midnight

the summons tn dl might have been served
on William Kemmlcr.

An Evem.vo Woklp reporter, pacing laat
evcmi'g the silent corridor of tho prison,
directly over the chamber in w hlch Kemmler
awaited tl.e messenger of death, waa
startled by tho sound of voices singing.

Thero came swelling up the stone-care- d

stairway from the basement the sweet
strains of that song of tho Christian : "Tefi
Mo tho Old, OldHlory."

1 1 w aa tho prison choir, composed of twenty
convicts, led by a cornet.

It was their evening for practice, and they
had gathered, as is their wont, in a little
school-roo- on the basement floor. The
room is next door to the chamber in which
Kemmler's steel cage It built the very room
in which the chair of death, known aatbe
"Flgnro 4," is to be placed when William
Kemmler's life is taken.

Tor an hour the choir caroled simple, de-

votional melodies In that room, and then
awful alienee and gloom settled over the
"south wirir" again.

Dr. Hpitzka, of New York, who has fairly
surrendered up his life's best energies to
science, came in a llttlo later and Warden
Durstou and the reporter went with him
down tho dark stairway to that gloomy
chamber.

Warden Durston led the war through tha
darkno., saying "Follow me and look
sharp."

Hut strive at thay might, no eyes could
pierce that gloom and the visitors stumbled
over something in the path.

The atmosphere of the basement was
damp and chilling and condnche to clammy
perspiration

The Warden struck a match, lighted a
solitary llttlo Jet of gas aut after a moment
the limited eyes of h visitors descried tho
object over which they had stumbled. It
was tbo "Figure 4."

Warden Dur.toii ami Dr. Hpitzka talked
cnthtisiaaticallr over it. and tbe Warden

d its working with himself at the
eubject.

Kemmkr's cell a. adjoining thia room mi
one side, and the school-roo- in which the
I'hntcli choir satig was ju.t beyond.

Tho foot.tfps of Kemmler's destu watch
could ho plainly heard as he paced the floor
of "the chamber of death. "

It was a grut some place, and the reporter
was heartily glad when Ilia two nthnaiasts
finished tbe r task and retraced ttielr steps
to tbe ktei er's hall a bote,

All along the grated front of the prison
wall, at each tile of the entrance, there
waa gatbtrtd a crowd of men
and women, staring in at the wing where
Kemmler's cell ia known to La.

Little groups of citizens were gathered,
too, on ati corner, or in any convenient
place to dltcu.a the coming .vent.

What waa Kemmler doing t
When tbe watch change.! at midnight;

when Guard W. H. Wtmple paased In to the
chamber of death and old Daniel

emerged, au Erxvixo ffpiu
reporter met the latter and walked with
hint to hla putty little borne, more than a

mile awav, in that section of this beautiful
city known aa "East Hill."

McNaughlon declared that his charge bad
far less cooceru about his coming death
than he hlimelf had.

" What does ho a!y 7" the reporter aked.
" He saya that ho knows that ho deserves

death, and that he Is readr and willing to
receive his punishment."

"Does he manifest any Interest or curi-
osity aa to when tha summon will come"

' Never asks a question nor evinces any
curiosity."

"Does he not ask for his friends, nor
complain becansohls relatives have not been
to see him J"

"No: he thinks that la a part of hie de- -
aerved punishment. lie got a litter from a
Philadelphia 'lady that affected,.hlra very
much, though. It was a beautiful letter,
speaking of heaven and tho blcseed hcie-after-

"Then yon believe that Kemmler's con-- 1

veraion Is real and that ho lias brain power
enough to understand what conversion
meant:''

"Oh, undoubtedly. Ever since ho had
that dream, In which he saw a wreath and
heard a voice taring, 'Come unto mo 'that

i waa two weekaago ho has shown in every
way that he is perfectly content to die. Ho
says ho would rather die than lire and run
the risk of being obliged to descend to his
old life and old associations."

" Does he ever speak of Tilllo Ziegler, tho
woman whom be so cruelly murdered ?"

"He has only said of her that their life
was bad, that they constantly quarrelled
and that it got an that either he must kill
her or she would kill him."

"It has been raid that Kemmler made hla
willoiiHatmday."

"Oh. no; that la not true. Weoka ago he
aaid he wanted Mra. Durston. the only true
woman he had ever known and to him an
angel, tohavohia plctoiial bible Daniel in
the lion's den and all that. He gave me a
book of aloriea from tbe Ilihle, and some,
photographs he diatributcd between Wemjile
and me, tn take when ho ia gone.

"Kemmler pattes his time aa any oun
might who was Ju.t getting over a long
illness, lie lta,or liei n:i Ida l.til or walks
up and down a little. He slugs a line or two
from aume common street song, or whistles
softly. He hat not aa much nervoustie.s as
one .howi while waiting for a train. liu
seems iu perfect repose.

"To-da- while Electrical Expert Davis
was at work til the place of execution, next
ad.'oiulng Kemmler's room, William cjuld
plainly hoar tlio sounda of preparation for
his death, hut It had no effect on him in any
nay. No, he doea not start when theio la a
sudden or unutual sound, nor show any
nervousness when some (.nicer opens any
door. He is In the calm repose of one who
has made hla peace with fiod and man. " M
