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Burglars and Their Baokor Nailod
by Byrnoa'a Mon,

Valuabto Stolen Good Found In
Batch' Sixth Avenue Store.

Central Office detectWes have made a most
Important capture of crooks and arralgnod
them In the Jefferson Market Court this
morning. The prisoners were two yonng
mennamod OaWn and Willlam'Lawlor.who
were'eharged with the theft of about t3, 000
Worth of diamonds, watches and other val-
uable articles, and William Salch, whom the
police charged with receiving stolen goods,

Dalch runs a little shop at 401H Hlxth
avenue, right around the corner from Capt.
ltelllr'a atatn-house- . He has long been
suspected of being a "fence," but tho po-

lice hare never before been able to aecnro
evldencoof hie guilt They beliere, though,
that they have, caught hlm'at last, as the
two younger prisoners have confessed their
guilt, implicating Hatch, whom they say

several thousand dollars' worth of
other property before being caught on the
present charge.

In telllnar JndKO Whlto the story of the
robberies Detoctlro Mnlhollaud said tbo
principal caao waa that of Hlmon Hklarek, of
lfto East He.venty.Qfth street, whoso prop-art- y

was atolen April 9.1 while the family
was absent Hklarek Is a retired merchant,
worth several hnndred thousand dollar.

Tho young thieves dn that day entered bis
houao and broke open a small safo, from
which theystolo a beantlfnl diamond pin
and pendant worth nearly tl.000, throe
gold watches, a diamond necklace and other
jewelry worth In all abont ta.sno. There
was a large amount of valuable silver In tne
are. bnt thor left It nntonched.
Dotcctirrs McManus and Mnlholland

worked np the case and arrested the pris-
oner. Another young man. John Dolan,
who Is also implicated In the robberr, la
now In tlfo Tombs for throwing a brick at
Policeman Monper.

The detectives alao connected the yonng
tbieyea with the robbery, April 1.1. of Mrs.
Howler, who resides In the second nat at. .18
West Hlxty-llft- h street, from whom they
stole a handsome garnet bracelet and other
jewelry and several valuable garments,

Lawlor, It la said, rncently returned from
Europe, whero ho had served time for pick-
ing pocketr. Inspector Byrnes put the
young tlilcvoif through a severe examina-
tion, and aa a result got a clue which led
him to send bis men to Haloh'i place on Sixth
arenne.

Hatch denied that he bad any of tho stolen
property, or that ho knew the thieves.
Nevertheless, when tho detectives placed
liim nnder'arrest, he broke down and con-
fessed to having purchased the, stuff, but
claimed he didn't know It was stolen.

Hklarek, and the bracelets belonging to Mrs.

Lawlor and Oalvin were arraigned on a
charge of larceny and Salch waa charged
with receiving atolen goods. The two young
men pleaded guilty.

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Jobn Burke Stabbed Six Times by
an Angry Bival Teamster.

John Burke, of 10M Downing street, and
Bdward Holland. of 384 Washington afreet,
drove ash-ca- rt i Burke for Commissioner
Beattie and Holland for .Contractor Cock-ra- n,

who collects ashes from the etreota
under oontract with the city. Both drove
to.tho same dump on the North Hirer, at
the foot of Canal street.

There Is a rivalry between the men over
the question of precedence at tb dump.
Durke holding that when they meet, first
rank should be accorded him a a city
official, while Holland claima that distinc-
tion for the greater merit of private enter-
prise. They met this mornlnjr at IS. 46
o'clock, with loaded carts. Holland forced
bis way in ahead and dumped bis load on
the scow first.

An angry quarrel was the result. Burke,
so Holland says, picked no a shovel and
tried it strike hipi. Before he could raise
his hand Hol.and whipped, out - cigar-maker- 's

knife, keen as a razor, and slashed
hie enemy right and left.

Inle.atime than it took Burke, to catch
bis breatb. Holland bad stabbed Dim half a
dozen times.

As the blood spurted and Burke raised a
shoot fur help, Holland jumped in his cart,
cangnt up the reins, laabed fat horsn into a
run and went dying np Canal street, fol-
lowed by the wounded man's yell.

"Htophlml UeaUbUdmerV ',
Polireman Hayes heard the shout while

on duty at Deabroeses street, a block away,
and saw the galloptui, away df the empty
cart He ast out after it, and overhauled
man and cart at Washington street. Ho nt

wa the assassin on eaeapeihat he had
not tnoaeht of throwing thetaif away. He
waa caught with It still in biabamL

The policeman led Holland back, leaving
the panting horse ready to drop where ft
waa halted. Another policeman bad helped
Burke to tne Leonard etreet police station,
whero a surgeon was tying- no bis wound
when the prisoner was Drought In. Burke
identified btm at sight.

Holland said angrily that.be. used the
knife it uf.dfene. lie was locxea

Darke wa very weak from loss of blood.
Tba sorgeuu found six wouuds, three on the
breast, one on the arm, one undel the arm-
pit and ono on his check. The Jnnst danger,
oiis cut waa within an inch and a half of the

taisu to the Chambers
Street Hospital where his condition is
deemed critical.

Croton Oil Given to Her Son to Get
III Llfo Insurance,

Isncut. to ma aramso wosld
Mount Holly, N. J May 8 The Jury In

tho trial of Mrs. Carrlo Vandegrift. for at-

tempted murder of her sou, Frank C. Nor-

man, brought in a verdict of guilty thla
morning, after being out all night i

una. CAnnic VANnxontrr.
Mrs. Vandegrift was very pale, and sat like

ono dazed, when the jury entered the court-

room. Uben the verdict wa announced
sho leaned her face on her hand, hiding her
emotion in a handkerchief.

Mrs. Vandcgrift'a crlmo' was first dis-

covered by Dr. Walter E. Hall, tMo family
physician, who was called In to attend
young Norman early In ApnL

He found blm Buffering with what ap
pcared to bo a bowel complaint, and treated
blm accordingly.

But tho pationt kept getting worse, and
the puzzled physician finally discovered that
bo was suffering from croton nil poisoning.

Tbo mother bad boen his nurse up to this
time, aa she seemed devoted to him. Dr.
Hall suspected Mrs. Vandegrift and In.
formed Proscoutor Budd.

Detectives were detailed to watch her and
found that she and her maid, Bernecla Kaln,
made frequent purchases of croton oil, and
finally Mrs. Vandegrift was arrested April
17, at her palatial residence on East Broad
street.

Mr. Vandegrift was an interesting widow,
posing as a devout church woman, active in
all charitable matters, but it wa discovered
that 'there was an Insurance mortgage for
t)30, 000 in yonng Norman's name and that
it would revert to hla mother at bts death.

Thoy also found that lnlSBT ahe needed
till. 000 and the United Security Life In- -
surance Company 'had advanced It on a
mortgage on her aon't life for that amount.

Mrs. Vandegrift is forty-tw- o years old,
but does not look to be more than thirty.
She is petite, and very attractive to moat
persons.

Her ion was her strongest defender in
thla charge, and atood by ber throughout
the trial, atoutly refusing to believe that
bis own mother would attempt his life to
get the insurance.

ne la a son by ber former husband, who
diod some years before her marriage to 'the
late Mr. Vandegrift.

Her counsel, Charles E. Hendrlckion,
summed up for two hours lesterday, and
during bis discourse the widow wept pro-
fusely.

Tbo Chenango County Poorhouse

Destroyed at Midnight.

1 25 Unfbrturiuio) Thrown Into
Doad.y Pori'.

Ilerolo Work by Keepers Prevented
Lnrae Loss of Life.

Noswicr, N. V., May R. Tbo number of

persons who perished In tho flames which

destroyed thn Chenango County Poorhouse

at midnight la now said to be eleven.

Thero were ISA inmates in all.

The fire started In the north wing of the
poorhouse. used for the confinement of
idiots, aud tho dead are all of that un-

fortunate class.

The poorhouso proper waa a wooden onild-lu- g,

three atories In height, ami burned so

freely and rapidly that no effort was mado

to save it, the keepers and people of tho
neighborhood directing all their attention
to the rescuing of the paupers.

The insane department was alao of wood,

two atories high, and Its destruction quickly

followed that of the other edifice.

The Institutions were located at Preston,

six miles from this place.

They were absolutely without meana of
fighting fire.

The buildings were valued at about 3B,-00- 0

and Insured for a little less.

After the blaze had bnrnoii ttaelt almost

outtonanos of flame conld be acen licking

about a number of charged bodies, and the
'pectao'e waa a atckenlng one.

As to the origin of tbe'fire, tbero is only a
theory that ono of tho Idiots had' obtained
matches in some way apd tried to light a
lamp, all the lights having been extin-

guished long before tbe fire waa discovered.

Early in the afternoon a woman In the
idiot department waa fatally burned by

flames springing from her lighted pipe,

which she shoved Into ber pocket

Tbe other Inmates were greatly excited

over that event and Its occurrence may
possibly have Inspired one of tbem to start
the fatal blaze at midnight

Some of tbe rescued inmates were taken to

the village chnrches for refuge.
Tho insane will be removed as soon as pos-

sible to a State institution.
