They take thla enormous quantity for a
short time only, however, for their
system- - Anally give out under tho terrible
sirorn.and death put an and to all their
sufferings.

As morphine taking may be considered
a speclos of Insanity, It is not stranse,
tberelore, that tbe victims resort to cun-
ning devices to procure the drug or to
conceal their fatal weakness.

A case of this kind was recently brought
to light in a Massachusetts convent,
where, among tbe pupils was one of Hob-ton- 's

fairest daughters, of wealthy and
aristooratlo parents.

During one of the Summer vacation
he was tbo guest of o young married

woman who had aoquired the fatal habit,
and from her learned to nae the drug.

On her return to school ahe frequently
requested permission to study some par-
ticularly difficult problem in an unused
class-roo- where the Bisters, passing out
snd in. frequently found her bent over
her studies, her hand shading her face,
and apparently Absorbed In her task.

CASTS OF BIG HAILSTONES.

Plaater Paris Mementoes of Balti-
more's Recent Ice) Storm,

Dr. David Qenese sends to tbe Balti-
more Bun for the city museum seven cast
of ballbtonos that fell on Sunday, 'April
27. They are nearly iao similes as to size
and shape, and ahow tbo peculiar Irregu-
lar formation of tho precipitated ice.

Tha baiistone were placed upon a slab
of glass and a mixture of fine modelling
plaater wu poured upon them. Alum
was mixed with tb plaster to make it set
quickly.

Where the baiistone touched tbe class a
small aperture wa left, Aa the hailstones
melted, the water ran ont of this opening.
A solution was then ponred in to prevent
adhesion, ami freshly mixed platter waa
poured into tb mould Urns prepared.

When hardened the outer crust waa
broken away, leaving exact cast of tba
hailstone, except thu the keener edges
of the ire wero lot slightly by rapid
melting caused by the beat that waa
generated by tbe crystallisation of tbeplaster, Tbe model are neatly slivered.
Tit largest U nearly 3H inches long.
