Connors's story seems plausible, but It
doesn't bang together in one po.nt. The
bottle found on him was very nearly lull of
ink.

( His son Tommy contradicts his lather

flatly by saying he nertr saw the bottle or
the pipe lnwb.

I to Ireland a great deal, and that, her
children used the pipes to b.ow bubbles
with.

Tommy admitted blowing bubbles with
pipes, but said he hadn't any corks, aud
that the pipe ha had had stems on.

FATAL OCEAN RAGING.

Aarania Bans Down a Lannoh and

Two Men Woro Drownod.

Serious Stnbbln; Affrny on Board
tho City of Dome.

The great ocean steamship Alaska, of the
Onion Hue, arrived at her dock at the foot
of King stieet at 7 o'clock this morning.
8ho waa the last to arrive of three great
racers, the City of Home and Attranla hav-
ing reached their docks last night.

The two leaders, however, left a bloody
trail, there having been asorlnus stabbing
affray on the City of Rome, in whloh two of
her firemen were severely injured, and the
Aurania ran down and sink a littlo steam
launch In which were six people. Two of
them were lost, and up to a late hour to-d-

tholr bodies had not been rccovored.
All three vessels have records and the car

tain of the City of Itomr breathed a sigh of
relief yesterday afternoon' as hla malestlc
vessel came through the Narrows, a winner
of the race that had extended fronfQueens-tow- n

to this port. She beat the Aurania by
thirty-nin- e minutes and the Alaska by over
two hours.

There waa a serious row aboard the City
of Home. Just after ahe left (jueenstown.
There were 083 passengers aboard, among
them being over thirty CLttlemen, who
were returning to this port.

Tho trouble occurred on the ipar deck.
James T. Cnrran. one of the cattlemen, bad
been particularly boUUrous.on the trip over
and he had been advised to keep nulet.

According to the stories told br bystanders
Michael Ilrinnan. one of the firemen, waa
standing., neir the rail wheu Cnrran sud-
denly whloped ont a weapon some saylt
was a knife and others think It waa a razor

and stabbed Drennan Irrtwo places, ons of
them narrowly mlsslnghfs heart.

Another, fireman, John Jones, jumped to
his comrade's aaatstanoe and Cnrran struck
liim on the bead, infllotlng a large contu-
sion over the right ear.

Cnrran was overcome by the other firemen
and when the ship reached the dock be waa
given in ibarge of the police.

He says ha resides at ins West Sixty-fir-

street, this city. It is said that the catde-me- n

created a great deal of alarm all the
way over by their disorderly conduct. They
amused themselves by getting drunk and
lirlng their revolvers.

Snrueon Delober, who was seen by an
Evkxiho World reporter thia tnornlng.sald
that Jones waa greatly Improved but waa
still in some danger: Drennan passed the
night easily, but is in a serions condition
and there waa danger that )e might die.

The Aurania was coming uo the harbor
and was about midway between Robbiii'a
lteef and Liberty Island, when ahe sank the
steam launch Yeada.

There were six people aboard of the craft,
two of whom were drowned.

They were brothers, Henry C. Dlel. aged
thtrty.two years, of 170 Elm street, snd
Charles Dlel. aged twenty.nve years, 100
Jftilfon avenue. Jerser City.

Walter Jliel and l'hllip lilel. who alio re-
side in Jersey City; O. McMabon. nf 117
Varirk street, and Lawrence o'Drlen. of
170 Elm street, were saved by the revenue
cutter Washington.

McMabon. who acted is engineer, ssys
the party bonght the yacht a week ago.
They were taking a Monday airing yester-
day and were on their way home when they
wef e run down by the Aurania.

The Alaska was the only vessel of the
three bla racer-whic- h made the trip with-
out an unpleasant occnt rence. Her captain
said this morning that they had fair weather
and a pleasant voyage.

Curran.who stabbed the two City of Home
firemen, waa arraigned in Jefferson Market
Police Court thia morning. A certificate
fiom the ship's surgeon was presente l
showing that Ureunan's condition was crit-
ical, and Curran was remanded until 'i
o'clock afternoon.
