A Jealous Hushand Shoots Hie
Wife and Himself.

Both Dying In the Hospltal-Story
of the Tragedy.

In the six-story tenament, 218 Eldridge
streel, Jacob Epntein, s Hussisn clgars
maker, shot his wife, Flora, and himself
about 7.80 e'oloek this morning.
