MR.GR0KER IHVISfBLE TO-DA- Y.

Ho Is Beating Quietly- - and All

Callers Aro Doniod,

Ills Health Greatly Ileneflted by Ills
Sojourn In Germany.

With the return of illchard Croker, the
Big Chief of the Tammany Wigwam, the
tomiwralnre of the local political caldron
has begun to rl-- o peiropttbly, and this
morning It wan already simmering in a mild
but, decidedly etiKgoitlvo manner, l.vcrv
onn iu political circles Is anxious to krtow
what the leader is going to do, but as yet he
has disclosed hie plans to no one.

When he arrived, late last night, on tho

Alter, he met a few of hia personal friend',
including Dr. Ileekman, his family physl.
clan, and political conversation waa strictly
avoided.

He would talk only of hia trip abroad and
hia health, which, according to all accounts,
haa bien greatly inuirmcil, though ho looks
thinner than when he went away.

Mr. Croker waa very tired when he reachod
hia homo iu Harlem, about 11 o'clock, and
after greeting his family he went to bed
almost immodlatelv to obtain the rest he so
much needed after tho fatigues of hia vor- -
ago.

To-da- y his house, in Mount Morris
avenue, overlooking the pretty green park.
waa the Mecca of all tho leading lights of
Tammany Hall, and hia door-he- ll was kept
ringing all day long by friends who came lo
pay their respects to tho leader.

The urst caller waa the Commissioner of
Publlo Works. Mr. 'Ihomas F. (Illroy. who
droppod around about 0 o clock on his way
downtown.

He was iuformod that Mr. Croker had not
yet arisen, so he xlmply left hia card.

To an Kvenimi Woui.n reoortor. who met
him aa ho was going away, ho aald that ho
thought Mr. Ciokombould remain perfectly
quiet for a few days. In order to get all tho
rest he could, and that it would be wrong
tor him to Jump right into politics.

"I do not exuect to call again 'till Mon-
day," said Mr. Ullroy, "and 1 only dropped
In this morning to see how lio had passed
llio night, aud congratulate him on hia safo
return, it Is a good sign, if he has Leon
able to get so much akop tho first night.

"When do you think Mr. Croker will bo
able to confer with the leaders of tho

with regard to hie appearauco
beforo the Kaset-t- t Committee?"

"That 1 cannot say. Perhaps the Com-
mittee will t,ot bo called together at all. I
am sure, honuer, that nothiiik' will bo done
until some time next week at tho earlleaU
It is tor Mr. Croker to say, and no ought to
keep aa qulot aa possible for a time." I do not thluk there will be any formal
reception to htm. for such thinga are con-
trary to his tastes aud habits. "

About au hour later, when the reporter
called at the house, he was revolved liy Mrs.
Croker, who saiil that bur hnsband had de-
cided not to see any one at all until lator lu
the day.

"Ho pasted an excellent night, " aho aald.
"and appears (0 he very much rested thia
morning, rltlll ho docs not think of leav.
ing his rcom yot. ami Is now having hia
breakfast in bed. 1 must keep him aa quiet
as possible for awhile."

' Does he seem to he improved in health?"
"Decidedly, There were no many un-

favorable reports about him whilo hu waa
away that 1 waa almost dlstractod with
anxiety about him. 1 should certainly have
gono to him If ho had not sent word that he
waa coining homo so soon,

"1 did not expect to aee him ao much bet-
ter aud waa veiy much surprised when he
told mo that the doctors on the other aide
had cot the better of many of hia troubles.

"'llioy seem to havn understood his case
perfectly, ami complaints that he belle ed
to be constitutional proved to bo only due to
indicestinu brought on by his want of care
of liunsulf.

"Why. sometimes he would come homo
at 7 or o'clock at night anil tell me that
he had not catena morsel since he lelt the
house in the morning. He had been too
busy to think of getting anything to eat." Hesaiathat his physicians at Wiesbaden
and llewlelberg told him that there waa
nothing tho mattei with him that rcat aud
careful treatment could not cure, aud thia
has relieved me imineuselr.' 'i hey did not dose him with medicines,
but relied more upon careful dieting and
complete rest.

U lien he decided to come home they ob-
jected Miry much, because they feared tbe
result of hia resuming Ihu worriea and cares
of publio life, and said that ho needed a
longer ueriod of retirement.

"Hlill. Iniean to aes that he dooa not
exert himself en much as he has done, ami
I think he appreciate the importance of
taking bettercare of his health." lie haa talked to me only of his trip and
hia health aud lias nut said a word about
business or politics. Dr. Ileekman aays he
must avoid those subjects aa much as poa-stb- lo

for tho present.
"One thing nhich haa affected him ainre

hia arrival ts the very hot wisther which we
are now having. He 'ays that ho felt noth-
ing like it ou tho other side, but that the
weather there waa coot and delightful dur-
ing his entire stay.

"Aa aoon as possihlo we shall arrange to
go out of town, probably to the CatakilM.
where we will spei.d the summer. He
oughtn't to stay iu town auy longer than
possible. '

"1 think he will remain In the honsa all
day to-d- unless, perhapa, to go out for a
drive late in tbe aftcrnoou, when it becomes
cooler."
