Enjoined from Discharging Men.

Rumors of trouble tn the Sixty-nint- h

Heglment, N. G, P. N. Y.. which have been
flying about fcr scv eral weeks were clinched

y br tbe announcement that Judge
of the Supreme Court had issued

an Injunction restraining Col. Cavanagh,
the rogtmcntal commander, and Capt. Mor-
timer, of Company F. from discharging
certain members of that company from tho
service.

Tho trouble seems to havo originated In a
controversy over an election to till a vacancy
in the rank of First Lieutenant of F Com-
pany occasioned hy the death, a llttlo over
a month aso. ot Lient. Peter Carroll.

Members or the Comnauv assert that Capt,
Mortimer brought forward a candidate ior
the vacant leutenancy, and that threats of
dlschar-iofro- the service In canes ot refusal
to vote torthis candidate wore held over tho
holds of those who prelcrred eome other
man for lieutenant.

Beret. Healy and Burns, who aver that
they wero told by Capt. Mortimer that they
would have to leave tho regiment, carried
the matter into the court, and noon their
application Jiulce Iugraham issued tbo in-
junction referred to.

A prominent officer of the Blxty-nlnt- h said
to an Evenimi Would reporter tbia morn-in-

"The Military codo of this State is man-
datory ln recant to elections to till vacan-
cies occurring among officers of the line.
The election must bo ordered immediately
upon the commanding officer's receipt of
notice that the vacancy exists. In this esse.
Iinwever.mnre than a month has elapsed
since LiswU. Carroll's death. but the election
nf his successor has not as yet been ordered
by Col. Cavanagh.

"Meantime, nn I am informed, there has
been very lively canvassing among tho mem-
bers of r Company by Hecnnd Lieut. Bean-la- u

and other candidates for the vacant
lieutenancy.

" I am informed that Capt. Mortimer and
his friends nave taken active interest in this
canvansincr. and have supported one partic-
ular candidate with a real which lavs the
Captain open to tbe imputation of indiscre-
tion." officers and privates
freely allege that thev have been threatened
with discharra if they did pot cease opposi-
tion to this particular candidate, and that
these threats have been made in the name
of Oil. Cavankgh.

"ir Capt. Mortimer has endeavored In
this way to compass the promotion or hla
favorite, be haa acted in an unmilitary and
illegal wny. .Military discipline cannot be
maintained if ward politicians' tsetics are to
be introduced into regimental aflalrs.

"I cannot understand why Col. Cavanagh
did not order au election at onco upon tho
death or Lieut, Carroll, an the regulations
reuuire him to do. I cannot believe that he
would tolerate for a moment any such use
nf his name, nor do I credit the charge that
Capt. Mortimer has been guilty of such
gtoaaly unmilitary conduct an is aliened.
There must have been misunderstanding
and misrepresentation. tSuch scandal can
but be preiudlcia) to the interests of the
regiment,"

Another officer of tho regiment, who did
not want tn be drawn into tho matter, said t

"There is no nlot on the part of Col.
Cavanagh and Cant. Mortimer to defeat
Second 1. lent. Hcanlan from promotion in
Companvl'. Jut why Col. Cavanagh has
not ordered an election I do not know, but I
do not bellero thero is any wrong being
done.

"The fact Je. there are about twenty men
In Companjt V whose time is nearly up, and,
aa a consequence, they aro to be discharged.
There is nothing to prevent this.

'Col. Cavanagh told me himself lastnight, when I spoke tn htm, that he had notyet signed any iuse.hargea.and did not know
that any men were eoing to be discharged.

"There are two factious in the regiment,
and that crowd which la opposed to nur
Colonel baa started thia thing for the pur-
pose of creatiug a row. That is all there is
toil."
