Probably Eoaoh 1,700,000.

Census Taking; Will All Be Concluded
by Wednesday Noon.

Census-takin-g In the big city of New York
will probably bo completed by Wednesday
noon.

The number of cltlzona and foreigners in
the ton n, however, will not be known for
several days; but wkfen the figures do como
out there will be some surprises for those
who havo been pretending to keep a keen
cyo on tho gradual Increase of population in
large cities.

Census Hnpervisor Murray bogan his big
Job last March by making an esttmato of
the population of the metropolis, lie com-
puted the number at about 1,000,000,
basing his conclusions on a one-thir- d

over the official couut of 1 H80, which
was l.'JOO.OOO. Ho made big deductions
for the numerous migrations of the worklcg
clssscs to suburban nlacer. where liTlnir is
cheaper, and with the groat Increase of Im-
migrants from foreign countrios. His
figures appear to show tho result or careful
and intelligent observation.

it la quite certain, however, that in tbe
last ten years tliore has been a decided
increase lu the population, buaineaa enter-
prises of all kinds, theatres, houses, atorcs,
hotels, stables and valuationof real estate.
and when the authorities at Washington got
through counting they will find somo start-
ling totals to Indicate the immense strides
made in ten years by the American metrop-
olis.

Ou tbe night of the murder the men quar-
relled, and it Is alleged Tnrnbull waa auont
to isb the ferrule of his umbrella in tbe eye
of Hyde when tbe latter pulled his revolver
aud shot him. Iurnbu.ll died soon after.

Hyde was arrested, but a Coroner's Jury
exonerated him from all blame and Justice
White him.

The new indictment Is fonnd npon alleged
new evidence that .Hyde had threatened to
kill Tnrnbull and that tbe act waa pre-
meditated.

Emily Fowler, a beautiful "girl nf twonty
year, killed herself last night at 35a Hast
Elghty.slxth street by swallowing l'sris
areou. ,Jlsr motive fdr tbs terrible deed can
be only conjectured. It ia supposed to have
been disappointment over ber failure to get
work, which she bad anxiously and persist.
ently sought. If there waa any other se-

cret behind bor suicide It died with her.
Mui Fowler bad been brought up to help

her mother, who Is a dressmakct, until a
few weeks ago, when she took a position aa
sick nurse and broke up her household.
Emily aud a younger sister went to live then
with their married sister, Mrs. Kelly, tho
wire ot a clork at e Station K, in
the Eighty-sixt- h atreet fiat.

Though she waa inaae warmly welcome.
Emily wsa not happy lu her dependence and
5 earned early and late for an opportunity to
earn ber uwn living. Hhe wrote and an-
swered many newspaper arirertiameuta, hut
without gelling what she wanted.

Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Kellvweut out,
leftiltiff Miih Kmllv and linr viipr aliitAr
alone In tho bonne. Emily askt.ier to re-
turn soon, as she also wanted to go for a
walk with her. This, together with the fact
that alio immediately sat down to answer
somo work advertisements, is scoepted as
proof thst bar suicide was the result of a
sudden uncontrollable impulse. Hhe arose
from her writing to complain despondently
to her sister that it all Isd to nothing. Then
she went into the parlor and lay down.

When tbe Kellya retained, they found her
very ill and siiffenug great psin. A physi-
cian was called and the truth csino out.
Mies Emily had found some Vsrls green
which ber brother-in-la- kept to poison
cockroaches in his desk with, and bad swal-
lowed some of It.
