Down at Luke City and up slong the
wlivre for a eonsiderabledistance thare are
still kept patrol parties, ready to take
Lodies that are washied saliore, and other
parties are out in bonts lovking for the
dead that may be found floating,

The use of dynamite was resorted to
this morning to bring to the sarface bod.
fon which had been caughit below and not
