Explosion of a Cupola in

an Iron Foundry.

The Molten Metal Sent in a

Shower Oyer Them,

Two of the Men Said to Be

Fatally .Burned.

Cassidy & Adler's Foon.'ry ths Scene

of Disaster.

An Englno and Flvo Ambulances
Summoned to tho Spot.

A frightful accident ooccurred this

afternoon in Cassidy k Adler's Iron foun-

dry. 633 West Fifth-fift- h street
Tho cupola, in which the iron ia

incited, eiplodod shortly before a o'clock.

The molten iron flow in nil directions

among the workmen employed in that
part of tho foundry.

Sixteen men in all were burned by tho

red hot metal.

Eighty men were at work in the room

wliere the cupola is when the explosion

occurred.

The otipo!a contained ten tons of refnso

metal whioh in melting generated gas.

The moulder i were getting ready to cast

the metal and had taken out two ladles

full of the rnolteu iron, when the bot-

tom and side of the cupola blew out with

a terrible crash, scattering the hissing

mass in all directions.

Pandemonium reigned in an Instant.

The cries of the injured men, the

smoke and panto of the nninfured made

a terrifying scene.

Only for a few minutes, however. Then

the work of extinguishing the fire in the

cupola and caring for the wounded began.

Ambulances rattled up to the foundry

aud the surgeons In charge worked hard

to relieve the iojured.

As It was, the gas had to escape some,
where, and fonnd its way out by buisting
open the doors in tbe bottom snd through
the sido of the cupola.

The cupola, he laid, was only one year
old and had been overhauled and repaired
on July 4.

One of the workmen, however, said
that the bole In the side was where the
cupola had hunt once before and had
been patched up.
