Its Damaged Bunilding to Be Re-
built, Improved and Enlarged.

Plans to Make It the Chief Telograph
Buliding In the World.

*Tt'e an {1l wind that blows nobody
good.," and the truth of the old saying
never bad s Lotter axemplifieation thay in
the case of the recent fire which ruined
the upper part of the big Western Union
Buildinug,

Hineo the Directors of the Company
decided, two days nago, to remodel the
damaged npper gtories of the strueture,
architects and hnilders have been buaily
devising plaus for the proposeil alters.
tions, whiehi, when completed, will
entirely chauge the outward appearance
of the building.

Iy the changes proposed the present
ernmped quarters of the opernting room
will be greatly enlarged, and the many
inconventences amd annoyances which
the buudreds of epuployees of the Come-
pany bave suffersd from the existing
arrnagement of their working rooms will
be dene awsy with.

As for the ontward alterstions the di.
reclors have decided to make n most
ricdical chnngo.  The awkward-looking
and uosymmetrical tower which sur-
wounts the front elevation of the Luild-
ing is tobe abolished; likewise the ngly
maonsard roof, with its unsighbtly fligroe
sud gingerbreal work.

The tire so grently dawnzed all the
upper swories of the bmilding that it will
be neecessary to tenr down iku walln to the
level of the sixth story.

This will iyvolve the removal of the
baleony with the iron railing which now
oxtonds around the luilding like o femit
uine frill or flonnce,

From this point the walls will be built
up fonr storics higher, making nine
stories in all from the ground, terminating
ina plain, but massive coruice, and n flat

tuol.

The walls of tha stories to be added will
be in conformity with the stylo of nrchi.
tecture of the lowes part of the huilding,
noid the goneral eMoct will be one of com-

wetuess and strength, and. in the orin-
on of the directors, & vast improvement
in the way ot beauty and symmetry over
the preseut struetire.

Tu addition to thia the whole building
will be lengthened tweniy.five feet on the
Dey street side, giving un entire frontuge
on that stroet of 175 feet, by putiing up a
butlding on the lot at 5 Dey street. which
bas long been owned by the Western
Union L'mn!nnr.

This additfon will be similar in style
and appearunce to the main building,
with which it will be continuons, but will
be provided with a separato elevator and
(5 1LS

lustead of muning the elevators, of
which there will be four insfead of two, as
at present, up to the fifth loor only, the
will run to the top of the building, s
all the interior arrnugements of the uppor
floors will be improved and made more
convenieut for the employcos,

The soventh nnd eighth stories will be
uked R8s operating rooms, thus giving
double the space formerls employed for
this purpose, nnd together will makes the
hru]m;l. telegraph operating-room 1 the
wiorld.

The winth, or top, story will contain
tho resinurant, for the use of the ocen-
pauts of the buibling, sod will be light
andd niry and provided withall the modern
convenionees

offices 1 the new Ly stroot extension,

during the hones when the poor people
of tho enst side most needed it as n place
of resort nnd rocrention, many objeetions
were mised and exenses wmnde by those
who were responsible for this neglect of
duty.

They even went ao far ns tp assort that
the reoponing of the park was impossitile
at the present time, boenuse of the ex.
ponse conuseled with the lighting and
the complications that hml arsen 1w re.
gard to the contracts with the electric
lighting compau ies,

Tue Evestxa Wonnn, however, sturdily
persisted in its demands and kept up its
fight for the people untiringly. The re-
nult is that to-morrow eveniong the west.
ern port of this pretiy little park on the
eant aide will be aguin opened to the pul.
lie, nud for the remainder of the Snmmer
it will be their privilege to enjoy it during
tho long, hot evenings to their hemt's
content.

It nll came abont in this way, At the
request of Tue Evixig Wonno the mat-
ter was specially brought to the sttention
of the Gas Commission at the meoting
held yesterday in the Mayor's office,
aud the resolotion was passed direct-
ing Sopt. McCormick, of the Burean
of Gas and Lamps, to communicats
with the electrie lght companies with n
view to baving the park lichted as soon
s possilile.

This moreing the Fast River Compnuy
roceived the following letter from Bupt.
MeCormiek :
