NVhntever tho fioiivcrucur llojpltul
authorities rniiy tliluk Ii tluo to a
regard for their convenience nnrt red
tnpe regulntlnn., the public, which
reads the following account of an
Inexcusable outrage. tv'H Join with
"The KvenlDK World" In earnest
protest aenlnst the rnllrondtns or a
scnlded man to prison, and that the
wheels of Police Court Injustice
should be turned back and poor
Boyle be relcnsed at onco from his
unmerited und outrnzeous Imprison-

ment.

One of the moat outrnceouabits of unjust
treatment that has ever characterized tho
surcooUH in the public hospitals in this
city lias just been brought to light by an
EvENtso Wormi reporter.

The victim, a 'longshoreman, Kufforinc

from tho effects of painful scalds, was
railroaded to tho Workhouse on the island
for u period of two months becatma his
friends and neighbors, full of sympathy
for his condition, disturbed the ambu.
lance servioe and tho slumbers of an
ambulance surgeou of one of tho public
hospitals.

Michael Ilovle is a middle-age- cooil-natur-

Irishman, whoso ehief fnult
seemed to bo an tudiscrcct predilection
for Intoxicants. For tho past five years
he lias been living with his enter Mary on
tho third lloor of the tenement IC8 Mon.
roe street. The man's wants were looked
after by his sister, who worked out a
great part of tho lime.

lloylo has borne a Rood reputation
amonu his friends aud acquaintances, and
dtsplte tho fad that ou one occasion
some time nco he Imbibed too freely and
fell luto tin clutches of a policeman all
the neighbors speak of him in the highest
terms, and say that he is honest, peaceful
and quiet.

lloyle had been working steadily for
some weeks, handling freight ou one of
tho piers ou the East Hirer, und last

when he received his wages he fell
in with somu boon and tho
result was that they all spent a little time
in a ealoou ot Cherrv aud Hutgors atreets
iu fricndlv potations, liovle became iu.
toxlcsted, and some of hU friends es.
corted him to bis home on Monroe street.

This was about noon, and his sister
Mary was preparing the dinner for both
of them when her reeling brother was

brought In, Bhe placed him on a sofa,
aud having occasion to go to a neighbor,
lug grocery store she hurried out of her
rooms, leaving uer brother asleep in a

comer of tho room in which vas also
located tho stove ou which were tho
steaming viands for the dinner,

lloyle got up irom the louuge on which
he was lying for the purpose of reaching
out for something on the mantelpiece be.
hind the stove, and in this unsteady con-ditio- u

fell across the atove, upsetting a

lot of boiliug tea upon his shoulders and
breast.

SCALDED 0Y AN ACCIDENT.

The ateomiug liquid penetrated his
shirt and scalded the man's body in a
hornblo manner. Bmarting under the
terribla pains produced by the scalds,
lloyle shrieked In agony, aud several
ueichbors. hearing bis cries, rushed into
his room to find him outstretched on the
floor, completely distorted by his ex.
eructating injuries.

A kind-hearte- d neighbor, after feeing
Boyle's condition, Immediately rushed
over to the Madison street station-hous- e

ud had the Hergeaat at the duk lumiBoa

an nmbulnaco to look after lloyle's in
juries.

TltS rmST AMUfLANCr.
An ambulance from Oouvcrnrtir Hos-

pital rattled up to (he houso Iu n few mill.
tttM, Iu rhargn of Hurgcoh Vnndeneor.
Tho doctor, n lull, Inw.npenkiug young
limn, hustled up lo tho lloylo npiutmruts,
and foilml Michael lloylo lying mi the
louuge surrounded by neighbors who
t era endeavoring (o nlloviato his MiUcr-iug- s.

Tho surgeon, in Iho presence of Iho
persons present, bandaged up lloylo'n
fpiiMs, nfler applying foiiio ointment to
them, and naked tho sinter of Iho scalded
liiMi if sun Mould allow her brother to bo
trausfurred to tho hospital.

onJKOTF.ri TO OOlSCt TO IIORMTAt..
The woman was all excitement, but aha

insisted ou keeping her brother 'nith her,
as fllio felt sure she could rnro better for
him than nt tho hnsnllnl, Ko tho ambit
lanco and Dr. Vamlorveor went nwny
without tho pntlcut.

Every effort was now made by Iloylo's
sister lo assuage his sufferings. Though
his scalds wero not considered dangerous
Dr. Vmidorvcor told her that tho only
fear to bu entertained was that erysipelas
might result In case other thau proper
treatment was administered lo tho
patient. So sho did her utmost to caro
for him, and Mrs. Kelly, n neighbor
joined with her In her eudenvors to ward
off the much (headed consequences.

ROVOIIT FOR A POCTon.
As Hie houis passed lloyle grow sober,

but his injuries, if auvtliiug, nppeared lo
show littli) signs of Improvement, and
towards nightfall his condition became ho
alarming that a friend nntned John Kelly
became intorcsted und thought it would
be luhiFiiblo to get n doctor.

lie scurrlod around tho neighborhood
in search of a physician, and endeavored
to ilud tho doctors attached to the dis-

pensaries at Essex and Madison streets,
but his efforts provod fruitless. At last
towards 10 o'clock Saturday night, out of
compassion for the unfortunate man.
Kelly decided to rail another ambiilauoc,
and he did so.

THE PECOSn AMnULANCE.
This tinio tho same nmbultmco re-

sponded, Lut the surgeon was Dr. .lohn-so-

aud he found that Doyle's scalds
needed robandaging.

Dr. Johnson, after redressing the in-

juries, asked lloylo lo go to Qonverneur
Hospital with him, but tho lnllcr's sister
ujnln interposed objection, and tho man
remained.

Towards fl o'clock Sunday morning
lloylo completely recovered from tho ls

of tho iutoxicants of tho day before,
and was Induced by his friend. John
Kelly, to go with him to the Couvcneur
Hospital, for the purposo of having the
scalds oxamiuodand dressed again,

nil i:hs no wounds om ktjnday,
When tho two mon arrived at tlie hos-

pital they wero told that no wounds wero
dressed on Suuday, nnd that the' must
wait until the following day beforo their
wants could bo attended to.

This was very poor satisfaction for a
suffering, scalded man, and lloylo went
home again, accompanied by his frieud.

Then several neighbors protested vigor,
ously at such treatment ou the part of
attaches of a publio hospital towards a
sufforiiig man.

lloyle had suffered much all the morn-
ing, his wounds causing him untold pain.
Fiuslly, towards noon, n son of Mr.
Kelly said it was an outrage that au in-

jured man, practically without means,
could not be received at the hospital

It was Sunday, nnd he would see
that lloylo' o scalds would be looked after.

TIIU THinn AMBULANCE CALL.

Accordingly, ho sept a note over to tho
Madison street station, stating that
Doyle's injuries should receive prompt
atteution, and anked that an ambulance
be sent to tho house.

'1 ho tergeant on duty telegraphed for
an ambulance and sent Officer Andrew
McCarthy over to Iloyls's hpus?.

When the ambulance drove np Dr.
Vauderveer, who responded to tho first
call, alighted. Ho lo,t no lime iu reach,
mg the lloyle apartments, and he quietly
called ou Officer McCarthy to arrest
lloyle, snymg that ho would bo the com.
plainaut on a charge of disorderly con.
duct.

Hl'HTLrn INTO A CIXI..

lloylo, without any medical atlendanco
for over a dozen hours, and suffering
agouy, was seized by the officer, hustled
dowu tho stairs sad bundled into tho
ambulance.

'lbe iujured man') sister aud the neigh-
bors lliuucht that ho was being taken to
the hospital, but to their utter omu7e-nie- nt

he waa conveyed to the Madison
street statiou-houso- , nnd there locked up
on tho complaint of Dr. Vauderveer for
disorderly conduct.

lloyle lingered in a cell all day Sunday
and Sunday night iu terrible suffering.
lie did not know why he hail beeu locked
up. but the vague charge of disorderly
conduct only added to his misery,
llright and early yesterday morning lloyle

w as hurried off to the Esaox Msrket 1'olice
Court by his cuptor. Officer McC'urthj.
and there confronted with Judge Duffy
on a charge of disorderly conduct. The
eutire staff of (louverueur Hospital,
headed by House Surgeon Merrigan and
Ambulance Surgeous Vanderuor and
Johusou, was out, prepared to sustain the
charge against lloyle,

OUABOID WITU HEINOUS t'BIMt.
When Doyle's case was reached Dr.

Johnson appeared as complainant. He
told Judge Duffy that Doyle had disturbed
the ambulance service of Uouverneur
Hospital by calling it out unnecessarily
three times, each time refusing to go to
the hospital. This waa a grave offense
and should be punished.
