A few old trunks nnd boxes' woro found
in the attlo and thrown into lift yard by
the workmen this morning, but wbnu one
of tboEo, Kano by name, wi fumbling in
tho lurthest and darkost corner ho got
hold of something that made his blood
run cold.

It wan n skeleton hnnd that grasped his,
cold and mouldy. One of tbebony fingers
came along when tho workman trailed bis
own hand out, as if it Bad been stung by
a viper.

Kane sat down and looked at It. Then
he yelled.

The. other workmen came, looked at
the finger, peered into the darkness under
the sloping roof, odged a little nearer the
garret stair and said that they would bo

By and by one of them wrenched off a

rnfter. let In the light and peered at tho
object in the corner.

It proved to be achampagno basket, old
and grimy, with the nnme of a forgotton
brand of wine lettered on in black. Tho
lid only half closed oyer it. nnd through
the crack gnnned the yellow teeth and
empty of n man's skull. . One
bony hand clutohed the edge of the
baiket. at if tho skeleton were trying to
crawl out.

That was a mere notion of one of the
workmen, however.

quirer, and tho date was Feb. 28, 1837.
go it is likely the bones had been lying
whero they were found for fifty years and
more loils enough to lay any gbont.

ICE RODBERS STILL HOOBIHG.

Hot Woather Made a Protest for
Meroiless Extortion.

The grasping loe barons are taking ad.
vantage of tbe present hot wave to put up
tbe prices of ice. '

Although twenty-fou-r loe schooners
from Maine bave arrived in this city since
Saturday, and are now unloading their
cargoes at the docks of the various com-paule- ?,

a new schedule' was Issued yester
day advancing the price to an intolerable
figure.

According to 'this scho'dulo.'the Trust
will furnish ico at tbo rate of 61.30 a
week for fifteen pounds daily, $1.(0 for
twenty pounds dally, and for twenty-fiv- e

pounds and upward at a cont a pound.
This is equivalent to selling ice at (20 a

ton and upward, whioh is purchased by
tho Trust and brought to Now York at a
cost of about 6 a ton at tbe highest.

The present bot weather is simply
availed of aa a pretext for squeezing more
money out oX the people of the city.

Reports are spread abont almost daily
that there is not sufficient ice in the olty
tn supply the demand for, more than two
days. Last Saturday it was deliberately
and falsely alleged that we were in real
danger of an ice famine.

I'erhaps we wonld be if there were no
Icu In Maine, but but Winter's crop iu
that Stute was the Jargost ever barvestsd,
and it is being shipped to the city in
atianlities large enough, to supply every

The ice schooners carry cargoes of
abont 800 tons eeob, and ft is ei tiuisted.
that from twelve to fifteen cargoes a day
is amply sufficient to supply the New
York market.

Iteceutly tbe vessels bave been arriv-
ing here in greater numbers, aa the reo-or- d

for Sunday and yesterday shows.
One of the officers of tbe Knickerbocker

Company says that there is not the abght.
eat prmpect of any lower prices through
the hot season than thooe of the present,
although be admits that the supplies in
Maine are sufficient to keep tbe Com-
panies going till next Winter.

In other words, while tbe companies
are able to procure plenty of Ice to serve
their contract customers In town at tbe
rate of ii.10 a ton. tbey are making up
this loss by charging tbe noor people of
the city all tbe way from 920 to 825 a ton.

The contract ouatomersof tbe Trust are
the big hotels sod restaurants and the
butchers and fish dealers. Mott of them
made three-yea- r contracts two years ago

It is to tbe interest of the iee monopo-
lists to create the impression that there is
