The south wing has
also the prison hospital on Its top floor.
.Btanding sentry over this gloomy plaoe It
"(Joppor John," the handiwork of an old
convict of half a osutury ago.

Copper John it perched on a bell cupola
on the top of the main building. lie it
droned In the ff uniform and
cocked hat of the old Continental soldiers
and carries a musket with fixed bayonet.

Copper John ia made of the material Im-

plied by tho namo, stands 11M feet liieh
and carries bis musket at the old "shoulder
arms" In his left hand. Otherwise he Is
very like other militiamen. lie facet the
rising tun, with the prison behind htm.

He has given hit own name at a nickname
to the prison.

June 4, 1888, the Governor signed a law
pasted by the Legislature on the recommen-
dation of a committee of experts, providing
that the puniabnient for murder after Jan.
1, 1880, shonld be death by means
of an electrical current that shonld
be caused to pass through tho body of the
condemned.

Electrical experts Invented a plan for the
execution. Death was to be caused by ap-

plying the current to tho subject while he
sat In a chair made for the purpose.aud into
which he was to be strapped.

When the law providing for executions by
electricity was passed. Warden Dnrtton had
two "solitary" colls built for the reception
of doomed men. These cells are located in
the basement ef the south wing.

They are Isolated from the rest of the
prison, are walled with steel, and have
iron backs, iron floors, iron ceilings of
two-inc- h cross-bar- s of angle Iron, riveted
with inch bolts al the cross sections, and as
strong as the tomb.

None of tho other prisoners ever enter this
portion of the prison, and tho officers, ex-

cept Kemmler's own keeper, are forbidden
to go near thit living tomb.

Bo complete has been Kemmler's Isolation
that there was probably not a person con-

nected with the prison, aside from Warden
and Mrs. Durston, Keeper McNaughton,
Chaplain Yates and the Rev. Dr. Houghton,
of the First Methodist Church, who oould
identify him.

When he was taken out for the one occa-
sion to visit Bntfalo for resentence he was to
altered that it was the subject of much re-

mark among the Erie Connty officiate.

If vengeance were what the law seeks br

capital punishment for murder it would get
little satisfaction out of the event of y,

for the poor wretch whose life has been
taken within the shadows of Auburn Priaon
has for weeks awaited the coming of biack-viaor-

Death with a childlike expectancy,
almost Impatience.

Born at 2531 North Second tjreet, in the
slums of Philadelphia, In 1880, William
Kemmler was one of a family of eleven chil-

dren. His father was a German Lutheran,
very poor.

The boy never knew a trade. At a child
he attended a German school and learned a
little. But ho wai toon taken from the
school to help his father, who was a butcher,
and forgot everything be had learned.

Afterwards ha worked for others ae a
butcher. Then be sold vegetables as a
huckster, and one of hit customers was Mrs.
Matilda Zeigler, of Camden, N. J., directly
across the river from Philadelphia.

In October. 1888, Kemmler was married
In Camden to a woman by the name ot Ida
Prter.

Two days after his wedding he deserted
hit bride and ran away with Mrs. Zeigler,

They went to Buffalo and became a part ot
the drift ot the half world so unknown to
the other half,

Kemmler and his paramour lived UkeanU
malt in the worst district of Buffalo. Their
life was a continual carouse. Interrupted by
frequent quarrels.

Kemmler wearied of the woman, but, like
hit claat, he did not know how to free him-tel- f,

and he remained to bicker and quarrel
with her.

She filched his scanty store of money and
spent it in wild debauch with other men and
women, till that fatal morning ot March SO,
1880, when, in the course of an unusually
severe quarrel, Kemmler selitd a hatchet
and, in a frenzy resulting from the debauch
or the night before, killed Tillie Zeigler.

She hail Just pnt their hnmble breakfast
on the table. Kemmler upbraided her for
her intimacy with a Spaniard known as
" Yellow " Uebella. and as she approached
ha seized the hatchet and sent it crushing
into her forehead.

Then he backed and chopped her head,
shoulders, breast and bodynutll tbey were
only mattes of bleeding, trembling Utah
and protrnding bones.

Then he dropped the implement of death
and atroda out of the house. Visiting sev-

eral neighbors be told them, the blood drip-
ping from fait fingers and his face and
clothing reeking in gore, that he had killed
Tillie.

"I'm glad I've killed her," be said, not
savagely nor exultiugly, but at he might
have taid that it was a pleasant day,

"I'm glad "I've kUlsd htr. I bad to do it,
and I'm willing to hang for it. "

Tillie Zelglert little child, that bad been
brought by the couple when they eloped
from Camden, was found crouching ia
terror in one corner of the room where her
mother bad been butchered.

Justice was swift of foot In the case of this
sottish brute, for exaotly two weeks later
Justice Childs, of the Erie County Court of
Oyer and Terminer, sentenced William
Kemmler to die by electricity within Anburn
Prison, daring tha week beginning June
24, 1880.

locally baultbcd from the face of the earth,
when Honor 31. 'Kholman. of New York,
stepped from a New Vork Central train and
passed quiokly across the street into tho
prison and straight to the office of Wardon
Durston.

He bad in his hand a formal legal docu-
ment which was almost a resurrection to tbs
man in the death oell below stairs. It was a
writ of habeas corpus granted by Un I tod
Btate Circuit Judge William Wallace, in
New York, requiring Warden Dnralon to
prodnee William Kemmler before him at
Canandaigua the third Monday in Jnne, that
the question of whether theHtato Electrocu-
tion law were not in contravention of tho
constitutional law of the United States in
that it provided an unusual and inhuman
punishment, might be decided.

Warden Durston waa .too evidently full of
oy at this respite, though ho said ho had

no hope of the final rescue of his prisoner.
He took the news to Kemmler. aud the man
commented simply: "Well, I'm rather glad
of that." and then returned to tho childish
occupation of making cat's cradles with a
bit of twine.

Lawyer Sherman appeared "before the
full bench ot the Supreme Court of the
United States, to which the case was trans-
ferred a few days ate , but it was neeleis.
The appeal was dismissed.

In order to qnlet the consolonee of War-
den Dnraton, who ia aruld lawyer himself,
Judge Underwood, of Cayuga County,
Issued a Btate writ of habeas corpus, and it
was signed a week after the Supreme
Conrl's adverse decision, and, as a matter of
course, dismissed.

In Jnne. at Canandaigua. Jndge Wallace
went through the formality of dismissing
the writ Issued by htm, and there seemed to
be no obstacle to the execution of the mur-

derer.
But there was ono more. Mr. Hatch, of

Buffalo, raised the point that the Led. la.

Harold P, Brown, one for Auburn, onn for
Sing Sing and one for Clluton Prisou, at
