It was tho night of our sixth day out at
sea between Cuba and New York that our
misfortune befell. About 11 r. m. I was
awakened by tbe ory of "Flrol Flrol
All bands on deck!" I dressed myself,
and rushing out on the deck I found men,
women and children rushing frantically
to and fro, while sailors were launching
the lifeboats.

I Raw at a glance that tha fire had got
headway, for nearly half the ship was
nhla7o. At time the wind would drive
tho Humes towards tho people, and it was
dreailul to hoar tbe heartrending cries
of those who had fallen and were be-
ing trampled to death. The sea was run-
ning high at the time and two of tho boats
wore capsized by the heavy swell.

On nil sides was certain death. At list
tho boats were all lowered and the cap-
tain and niysolf, with a few of the orew,
were the only rouIb aboard.

He ordered all hands- to abandon tho
ship; 1 refused, as did tho cook. Hud.
denly the ship gave a lurch and began to

It was nearly sunset tho next day wbon
wo were rescued l.y a passing schooner.
No one evor heard of the crow and passen-
gers in the liloboals and they were ghen
up as lost.

On my fifth voyago to China I left New
York the last of December, 1817, as an
officer of tho clipper ship H , Capt.
L , bound direct to Shanghai. Nt. til-

ing unusual occurred until after sighting
the island of St. Paul's, Indian Ocean,
having made the run to that point tho
quickest on record.

the breeze Increasing and the clouds as-

I examined the barometer, but it
did not indicate any change.

At 12 I called my relief and auggosted
taking in all light canvass, and before
going to sleep heard one sail ufter an-

other taken in.
How long I slept I don't know, bnt was

awakened at the rv of 'a'l hands shorten
sail," and hustled on deck. The wind
had Increased to n gale, with a hoavy sea.
the ship going at a fearful rate right be-

fore it.
As soon as possible we got her down to

cloHC-reeie- d maiutoptall, reefed loresail
aud foretopmast staysail. During this
time every truck, yardarm aud gaff-en- d

was capped with compo aut.
At daylight the wlud suddonly shifted

and caught the ship flat abeam. In an
instant away went reefed topsail, fore-
sail and sliiysiil, nil three topgallaut
masts, with tho bead of tho lnaiutopmast
and tho jibboom.

The ship at this time heeled over, with
leo dosdeyes under water and both quar-
ter boats smashed.

liefore 12 it hud moderated, all hands
clearing the wrecked spars, Ac.

About 3.S0 v. M. the typhoon, without
warning piped up fiercer than ever, and
each succeeding squall seemed to say,
' If tbe last didn't do it I will." It fairly
screamed and yelled. Tbe sea at this
time was perfectly smooth and milk
white, the force of 'the wind preventing
thq hoa from rising, and the air full of
spume, making it utterly impossible to
look to windward.

It was while trying to point the head,
yards to the wind I felt her going over. I
looked aft, saw the o iptain attempt to get
hold of the weather rail, lulus it and (Tip
overboard. At this moment the ship whs
so fur down that the tops wem under
water. Tho capstan slipped off, and tbe
main hutch. house, with all the carpenter's
tools, the galley, hencoop aud everything
movablo w eut overbo trd.

I managed to got out on the mainyord.
One of thi men was with me.- - With mv
knifo I.bcgau cutting the lanyards to the
maiu rigging. I bad cnt four lanyards,
and wbilo at the fifth the blade broke,
but tbe mast at that instant broke close to
tho deck and tho ship righted, although
two. third., full of water.

As she came up It brought Capt. L. to
the surface and he came in over tho lee
rail.

Tho pumps were both rigged. During
tho night tbe sea rose and at the wind
moderated the wrecks of the spars hang,
iug to tbe rigging threatened to stave a
hole in her; but during the night all
worked clear. I3y morning the ship was
free of wa'er and Hound.

At sunrise, a dead calm, with plenty of
sharks about. We got uu inrymasta. and
worked her in that condliiou to Hong
Kong, where, after refitting, went to
Shunghai, from there to New York.

Wherever 'lie die has not toncbed it the
film couies off readily, leaving the letter,
ing uud the design adhering so closely lo
th' le.ither that Ihey could not be re-
moved, save by bard scraping.
