He was dissipated. He could not resist
the tomplatiou to drink, aud about ten
yenrs ago ho lost bis charge of tlruce
Chapel.

'1 lit-- Colvillcs used to livo at 411 fourth
avenue, but K. Sledernth, a funiltura
denier who owns the house said that ho
was forced to notify the family to leavo n
mouth ago because Colt ilia's conduct wan
becoming worse and worse.

"Twice within tho past two months ho
was iu this bouse." said Sir. Ktederotb to
an Evknino Woni.ii reporter y. "he
has attackod hia wile with a pistol and
threatened to kill her."

" All Andrew over did whllo ho lived
hero was to road books, with a pitcher of
beer at one sido of him aud a cuspidor on
tho other," concluded Mr. Stcderoth.

One Hundred Oloakrnakors Now

Under tho System.

shop ever started iu New York city was
begun at 337 Stauton street this morning
uuder the auspices of the Operators and
Cloakmakers' Union No. 1.

The employees in the new shop are or-
ganized into a sort of company kuowu as
"The Cloakmakers' Asso-
ciation."

The profits of the shop aro to be shared
equally by the members, no member will
fare better than another, aud no dis-
crimination will be made.

Each member upon becoming an em-tilo-

of the shop is obliged to sigu au
iron. clad agreement to abide by the rules
of the Association and obey the orders of
the maauager or first worker.

One man was discharged this morning
for incompetency. He will have a hear-
ing at the next meeting of the Association,
which will either make his discharge per-
manent or reinstate him.

Delegate I). Hobruee, of the Central
I'nlon, la at present acting as man-

ager of the shop. To au Kvcninu U'oki.h
reportor he said :

We are doing splendidly. We have
over 3, 00 garmeuta on hand now to make
aud as much w ork as u e can do promised.

"Our men will be able to make from
16 to $17 a week, working nine hours a

day for six days, where they used to
work twelve, thirteen uud fourteen houre
for contractors for much less.

' The reason for this is that the men
themselves will now have the as per ceut.
profit that the contractors had. because
they receive the same prices from the
manufacturers aa do the contractors.

" Aa soon as possible we expect to en.
large our shop so as to take in every
competent workman of tho 500 that are
now out of employment. "

It undoubtedly should inclmlotlio block
to Klshty-Npvent- ii street, if it should nut
bo further extended to Ninetieth strpet.

The l'ark Department, too, owes some-
thing to tho people who resort to IJist
ltiver l'ark, and Miould seo to it that its
coming estimates Includo a dtVcut sum
for roiuiirs and improvement in this
dilapidated pleasure ground, which can
bo made, oh It was Intended by naturo to
be, one of tho most beautiful spots ou
Manhattan Island.
