How Dry-Goo- ds Olerk Ourtisa

Oamo to Steal $6,000.

Fled With Ills Plunder, but Wat
Jlrought Back by Detectives.

George W. CurtlM, agod twenty.nlne
years, n silenmnn for the New England
Compnnv, successors to the business of
John F. l'lummcr, l 63 Worth street,was
locked up nt Folico Headquarters this
inoruing.

He was arrested nt the home of his fam-

ily lu Holsville, Mndisou County, this
Stnte, Wednesday night, by Detective
Horgennt McNaught. of Chief Inspector
Ilyrucn'n stafl, and brought here tills
morning.

Curtiss, who is unmarried, n Gnc.look
ing man nud fashionably dressed, in

chnrged with havlug systematically
robbed his einployern during tho past
threo moutlix, his stealings aggregating
iJfi.Ct'O. Ho ilisnppsarod threo weeks ngo

Ttiosdor.
The omber.zliug clerk ndiuillod having

robbed his oinplojcrs, but justified bin
nets by saying that hu did it to rounbursn
himsolf turn chnrgo nainst his aecouut
for goods that wonl nstrny lu transit from
ono storo to nuothcr.

It wns Curtlss's duty to consigu goods
to vnrlous rotn.ll or wbolisnto stores ou
nicmornuda for approval. If dlnpproved
ho would tnuke out nu order on tho linn's
blnuk nud lmo the goods returned.

Iu that niun,ucr ouo dnv abjitt threo
months ago ho had n truck-loa- d of goodn
removed from n dowu-tow- u store, hut
that wns tho last he ever saw of tho
truckmau or tho goods. Thon the firm
chnrged tho lon to Curtiss, he alleges,
nnd bo concluded to get ortu by robbing
the Compnnv.

In this manner it wns easy for him to
carry out hin inteution. Ho would consign
nuch goods to certain stores an ho was
sum thov could not uso, and whon thev
disapproved of tlum nnd ordered them
buck Curtiss mndo (.tit orders for their
remonl.

Instend, howovor, of having them
brought bnck to tho Company's storo ho
would sell them olsewhero At roduced
figures and ourtrgo them upon tho Com-
pany's hooks ns aides nt thirty or sixty
lays' time. This course was continued

for nearly two months.
lie would have to rob the house in

iu order to meet the payment of nomo of
the shorter time notes, which he did; but
whon the timo came along for tho sixty
dnyn paper to be met Curtiss akippod.
Hin stealings, the ngont says, amount to
fully i?C.00O.

Curtiss wns for thirteen years employed
m the house ot John I l'luminer A Co.,
which fidld some timo ago. After the
failure he was retained lu the employ of
Assignee Jnmes Murphy, and when tho
New England Compnuy took possession
of tho business Curtiss was kept iu tho
service of tbo Company.

Although nil his crooked transactions
bad to bear the imprint uf the stock mid
shipping clerks of tho house, neither of
these employees nre suspected of any
complicity in the thefts.

The prisoner will be arraigned boforo
Justice Patterson this afternoon.
