HIS GRACE'S GRAND WELCOME.

The Magoiflcent Reception to Arch-

bishop corrlgan This Morning.

St. Patrick's Cathedral Crowded
with the Prolato's Admirers.

Gripping skies woro not onough to dis-
courage or dampen tho ardor of the Cath-
olics of New York, who had sot y for
a grand ceremonial welcome to His Grace
Archbishop Corrigtm, nnd the thorough-
fares leading to St. Patrick's Cathedral
were early throngod with priests and lay-

men, men, women and children, all with
faces set towards tho great placo of wor-
ship.

Tho Cathedral was filled to the very
doors loug before 11 o'clook, the hour for
tho beginning of the corcmonlos, and in
the audience were hundreds of well
known men and women. Among thoso
nearest tho pews set apart for tho press
representatives wero Kugono Kelly,
Joseph J. O'Donohuo, Commls-siouo- r

John 1). Criuiuiins and
loner Brciiuan.

The pows of a dozen rows back from
tho altar ou tho right were reserved for
and wore presently occupied by tho sweet
Little Sisters of tho Poor, tbo soinbro-gowuo- d

Histors of Morcy, tho Sistors of
Charity, St. Francis aud membors of
other orders of nuns.

To tho left of tho altar wero seated tho
Christian Brothers, tuachors in tho vari-
ous parochial schools of tho city, and
brck of them tho laity wero given scats.

At 11 o'clock tho processional was
played by Dr. Pochor ou tho organ, and
then thoro entorod the great' temple from
the sacristy a procession of worthy and
roveroud fathers.

The first wero tho Franciscan monks,
in gray hoods and cloaks. Then fol-
lowed in order tho Dominican monks,
Paulist Fathers, Itcdomptorists and
Jesuits.

Alter theso eamo tbo secular pilests, the
pastors of nearly all tho city churches and
many priests from tho country being in
attendance.

Tho procession moved up tho middlo
nisle and ranged in line on either sldo
from altar rail to door.

At this moment tho l, Mgr.
Preston, movod up the aiilo from the
altar, bearing in his arms a crucifix.

Tho Vicar-Gener- was supported by
Dr. Gabriel, rector of tho Troy Theologi-
cal Seminary, and Fatlier Lav illo. whilo
aoolytos bore holy water and a censer.

Thoy met His Groco tho Archbishop in
his robes at the entrance Mgr. Preston
presented the crucifix, which was rever-
ently kissed by the Archbishop on half-bend-

knoo.
His Graco sprinkled holy water on

those about him who had knelt, and then
tho procession to the altar was begun,
tho conBor being carriod beforo and giv-
ing out holy incense, while the surplicod
choir lilted up their' voices.

The Archbishop was conductod to tho
high altar, where lio chanted the Prayer
of Thanksgiving apd tho Prayer of Day,
after which ho ascendod the Archiepiacopat
throuo at the right of the altar, where he
listoued to tho address of welcome de-

livered by Ilov. Dr. JicOoan. tho vener-abl- o

rector of St. Petor's Church, who
ascended to thejpulpit at the left for that
purpose.

If, then, meagre be the phrase aud sub-
dued tho tone we employ it is not
what our hearts stand ready to avow and
wnat our acts, if need be, would fully
demonstrate.

Father McGean referred to tho report
made' by tho Archbishop of his steward-
ship and how it touched His Holiness,
anuVventured that His Grace was adding
a lustre to the Church in the New World,
remindful of its glory of old in Europe.

The Archbishop's footsteps were fol-

lowed by the Speaker to the Holy Land,
and closed with this sentence:

"Yours it was but a little while ago to
hear the eulogy whose value was in this,
that it camo from Christ's own earthly
Vicar. May oue day be it yours to hear the
words and repealed, not by lips of
earthly but of a beaveuly and eternal
1'outiff:

"Wolf done, thou good and faithful ser-
vant "

Dr. McGean stepped down from the
pulpit and then IlisGracethu Arohbishop
moved with stately tread from his throne
across to tho pulpit, where ho replied to
tho wolcomiug address, altor which he
administered tho benediction aud the
congregation was dismissed, theTe Deuin
being plavud ou thv organ.

The Archbishop's address was listened
to with the must complete attoutlou. Mis
remarks covered the places ho bad visited
iu the Holy Laud, uud his iuterviewa with
the Holy Father.

tomary proceeding to bless pilgrims
about setting out for tho Holy Laud in
invocation ot Divine Providence for their
safo return. It was done in his case, and
he felt sure that tho manv prayers ottered
up for him during his abseuio wero cer-
tainly heard.

He thanked the clergy and tbo laity of
thediocesu for the monster demonstration
accorded bun, particularly that attending
his arrival Wednesday,

Ha referred touchiugly to Pope Leo's
strength of will and physical en.

umnce, and cited two iustauces in which
the Holy Father went through the trying
ordeal of receiving 12,001) pilgrims in one
day.

During his two interviews with the
Holy Father the latter bade him to bless
the clergy aud faithful for him is this dis-
tant laud for ttieir unswerving loyalty
aud fidelity to the Church,

The Archbishop, in conclusion, gave
his impression of how religion Is re-

garded ut present iu Ituly.
" It is war to the knife," he said, " and

the steady, luoit violent, unrelenting uud
bitter opposition is waged against the
church."

The remark had beeu often made to him
that perhaps soon the time would come
when, instead of tseudiug missionaries to
America, they would have to sund mis-
sionaries to Kumo, for the plncewas fast
becoming iurjdel.

SUICIDE MARIA UPON AIL

To-D- ay tho Aged Mother of Laura ,

Horn Tried to Hang Hersolf.

Found with n Hope Around Iter Neck
In the Itoom Mndo Mcmorablo

by Two Tragedies,

Earlv this morning Mrs, Froderlca
Horn tho aged mother of tho demented
girl who jostorday hangod herself in a

Company, lay awake iu tho kitchen
all night watching his aged mother.

Whenever tho poor woman went into
tho parlor to look at tho body of her
daughter, bIio becamo terribly oxcitcd,
and Anally sha was kept from tho room by
forco, the door being locked.

At about & o'clook this morning tho
son, avorcomo by the constant vigil ou
his crazed mother, dozed off.

He awoke with a start a momont later
to find that he. was alono. Like a flash
ho was out In the hallway. Thoro a sight
mot his cj os which mauo his blood run
cold.

His mothor had a piece of ropo almut
her neck and was about to attach it to tho
transom of the fatal closet in which the
demented daughter had ended her lifo a
tew hours previous.

Tho son, with all posslblo spoed, grab-
bed bis mothor about tho waist and
brought her back to tho kitchen. Ho did
not attempt to got any more sleep.

A reporter for tho Evknimo Woni.n
called at tho houso later. 'lho aged
woman was stropped with rope to a chair.
Otto, tho son, a uuely-bul- lt young fellow,
lookod as if he had not a friend in tho
world. Ho said that ho had sent for the
County Physician, and ho expocted that
his mother would bo ronioyod to tho in.
sano asylum

Shipments of Contraot Eriok ed

by Ono Manufacturer.

The Executive Committee of tho Brick
Manufacturers' Association met at the Astor
House y for the transaction ot routine
business. They reported that there was no
chango in the situation in the big brick war
other than that the manufacturers felt
stronirsr than ever.

Two bargo loads of contract Diamond
brick for Cauda .1 Kane and oue of'
' ' sucker " bricK. arrived this morning. Tho
Diamond brick Company kept their agree-

ment not to ship brick to this city for a
week and when their week was up yesterday,
again resumed their shipments of contract
brtck.tendinir three loads to Can Ja A Kane,

They will shutdown next week, however,
the Committee says. In common with the
otlier t ards.

At preaent purchasers of the boycotted
Verplanck Point brick are obliged to deliver
the brick themselvea, as it la sold at the
dock wbere the purchaser desires it un-
loaded.

A sensational rumor that th manufac-
turers would themaslves deliver the brick
direct to the builders, by employing their
own cartmen. and thus completely
"freeze out" the dealers ur ' middlemen''
wss denied by a member of the Executive
Committee this morning,

" We have nothing to do with the delivery
of brick, "said he. "We are manufactur-
ing bricks to supply the New York market,
and dsalers and builders who purchase it
must deliver it." If they don't want to buy our brlcx.
why that is thetr own lookout. We bav nu
boraes or carts to deliver it for them.

"I wilt say, however, that another season
will probably sea different arrangements tor
the delivery of brick In New York that will
do away with the dealers or 'middlemen.'"

'I cannot lay whether this method will
be employed until after the preaeni dull.
cutty ta decided, or if it will bs u.ed as a
means of bnuglnir tho present war to a cloiu.

"As yet the Association has taken no
action in the matter, but there is little
doubt that such tactics will be adopted at
some time in the future.

'lb rew solieme of the manufacturers,
which as yet Is only ib its tnoioleucy. is to
establish delivery yards in different parts of
the city, and with their own handlers and
artmeu deliver direcllr tu builders.
llr this meaus they intend to punish the

dealers for their ence attitude iu the
pre.ent trouble and completely Ignore the
union handlers and cartmen.

Huch a proceeding, th walking delegates
claim, will only prolouir thu warfare, in-
stead of stopping it. as the mere nreaeuceof
borcotted brick will be aufllclent to procjpl-lat- e

a general striks ot all trades ou any
building arhere union tnon are employed.

It is said tbst the manufacturers' Associ-
ation is not unanimous In Its purpose to
carry out the new achenie, but that only
twenty or the leading tirnis are dsairoua of
forming acommne for the "freezing out"
of tlio dealers.

There is a possibility that the matter will
be considered at the general lueetiuir of tho
Association, Monday, at the Aator House.

Oddest Blazo of tho Year in a
Second Avenue Shop.

Three Alarms nnd a Dozen Knglncs
Needed to Quench tho Klnmnj.

IVter Dlscho hired a second floor cor.
nor room In tho big factory building on
tho northeast corner of Second aveinio
and Twenty first street last May and
fitted up an electroplating shop. He
put In a dvtiaino, and had got fairly
under way with orders for tho I'all trade,
when this morning his shop aud business
woro bullied tip together.

It happened iu a rather peculiar roan-no- r.

A sash-- eight had been left lying on a
beam overhead by somo carpenter who
repaired tho windows in tho shop. Ouo
end of tho weight stuck nut and imper-
ceptibly tho big chunk of iron worked its
way further out under tho constant Jarring
of the machinery.

It had got about ready to fall, and when
tho engine iu tho building was started up,
just before 7 o'clock this morning the
weight dropped,

It fell into n portablo shoot-lro- u fur-uac- o

and knocked it ovor,
Mr. Discho, who goes to tho shop early,

was standing a fow feet nwoy, washing
stains off his bauds iu a jar of turpentine.
Tho coals from tho furnace fell into tho
jar and instantly thero was a blaze.

Mr. Discho ran for his life, and so did
tho employees iu tho various shops iu the
building, who had begun to come in
Thoy all got out safe.

Tho building is full of wood-workin- g

establishments, and tho fiiemou, who
camo ou a run, saw that thoro was uu
timo to loso. Thoy summonod all tho re-
inforcements that wero available ou short
notico, aud tho crows of a dozen engines
that answered tho throo alarm calls fell
upon tho tiro with such sudden and

energy that it wont out beforo it
had got a rood grip ou the building.

It burned out Sir. Discho's placo,
though, and scorched thu corner rooms
abovo it ; but the rest of tho damage was
due to the lavish uso of wator. Hut for
that, howover, tho fire would havo dono
ton times as much harm.

Hpoiuberger ,t Uugor's cigar-bo- x fac-
tor' is directly over tun shop where tho
flro broko out. Its owners sustain a loss
of $U,000. Mr. Discho's loss is $1,600.
Ho is insured for 91,000.

Tho other tenants in the building aro
Georgo A. llauta, manufacturer ot re-
frigerators, loas (1,000; Torwilllger A.
l'eck, lithographers, $1,000 ; It. J. Spitz,
pianoforte hummers, , 000. M, Ilcisch-man-

table manufacturer, occupies tho
Twonty.flrst street wing of tho building,
and about 4600 watar damago was dono
on his premises. Tho building was dam-
aged $3,000.
