Terrifio Explosion of Gas in a
Street Main This Morning.

A Bond Street Building Almost
Wrecked Severn! Firms

Damaged,

A volcano bunt forth In the htarl of
llrooklrn this morning and created uo end
of eicitemeutaa well as causing considera-
ble damage to property.

At N.fio o'clock this morning a dull
rumbling report was heard in the vicinity of
nond and Hrhermerborn streets. Immedi-

ately afterwards a narrow pillar of flame
shot skyward from tbe earth on Bond street,
a lew doors south of Schertnerhorn street.

The gas main had eiplodrd.
Hundreds of people ran from all dlreetlona

to look at the cut Ions sight.
The flame that shot up after the oiploslou

grew higher and higher, and In ft few
seconds there wai a sheet of flame thlrtr
feet high that seemed to come from the
bowels of the esrlli.

Somebody had sent In a fire alarm aud in
a moment the fire engines were rushing to
the spot.

The explosion oocurrtd in front of a three
story frame building at no Bond street,
occupied by John Carlson, a tailor. Adjoin-
ing hie place waa a low tno-sto- brick
building, used by F. V, Llndon, a Jeweller,
as a workshop.

Tba column of fire seemed to spread a
little and the frame building wta In great
danger of catching fire, as the liestwai in-

tense. The firemen directed their attention
to saving the bnltdlngi, and their efforts
prevented a serious conflagration.

The explosion waa cauied by the blaitlng
of a rock near the surface of the etreel. It ie
supposed tint the shock broke the main and
the gee might tiro from the explosion of tho
charge nf powder.

Home weeks ago the eltr began tearing np
Bond street, preparatory to laying a new
granite pnement.

In thu conrae of their work the men
a large rock alongside the gutter,

which interfered with the work then In
It was the blasting of this rockfrogres. the explosion.

'lhe wlndowi of Carlinn a store were com-
pletely wreeked. and his stock Inside was
bsdly damaged by water.

I he main is the property of the Brooklyn
Oasllght Cnmpauy, the oldest organization
of He kind In tht City or Churches. Its
works re at tbe corner of Hndson avenue
and Johnson street. In order to stop the
blaze it was necessary to send word to the
worLs. 'J hie took considerable time, and so
it km over half an honr before the flames
died out.

There are no places in the streets where
the gas may be cut off, eo that when the
word came to shot off the gaaatthis point
it was necessary to shnt It on In a large
section.

'1 his section of the city extended from
Washington and Atlantlo avenues toFlnsh-In- g

avenue, thenee to the Kast Hirer.
The gee company soon set a gang of men

at work to repair tha damage. The break
in tbe main will be filled up and the rail-den- ts

will get their regular supply of gas to-
night as usual.
